Mr. Joe Aukstikalnis;: 6051 78 Avenue, Zoning Coordinator for the City of Pinellas Park. The
applicant is requesting consideration of the adoption of a revised Master Plan for an existing “CPUD"
Commercial Planned Unit Development with underlying “B-1" General Commercial Zoning on a 5.412
acre parcel of land generally located at 4701 and 4801 Park Boulevard with a waiver to landscape
requirements, more specifically to interior greenspace percentage and variances to lot coverage from
75% to 78% and number of required parking spaces from 14 to 9. The applicant purchased the gas
station parcel and wishes to improve/redevelop the parcel, therefore, has submitted the application for
modification that is the subject of this case.

Surrounding land uses are: to the north, retail plaza, Farm Store, and single family dwellings; to the
south, Gas and More Gas Station, Advent Medical, and Cash Register Auto Insurance; to the east,
Manhattan Hair Styling Salon, and single family dwellings; and to the west, Park Plaza Shopping
Center, Goodyear, Marko's Meat & Deli, Southern Pawn and the City's community messaging tower.

Subject to any matters that may be discussed at the hearing, staff has not identified any
inconsistencies with the Comprehensive Plan. The proposal should have no adverse effect on
adopted levels of service for City infrastructure.

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SITE AND VICINITY CHARACTERISTICS

A.

Zoning/Development History:

According to Property Appraisers Records, the parcel was developed with
the primary structure, loading bay and paved vehicular use area in 1982.
The fuel dispensing station was constructed in 1999, under Building Permit
No. 1999-3726. On August 28, 2008, City Council approved a rezoning to
“CPUD” Commercial Planned Unit Development and adopted a Master Plan
for the site in order to separate the gas station parcel from the supermarket
parcel. Plat No. PL 2008-5(F) was approved by staff and was recorded into
the Public Records of Pinellas County on September 16, 2008. The applicant
purchased the gas station parcel and wishes to improve/redevelop the
parcel, therefore, has submitted the application for modification that is the
subject of this report.

Site Characteristics:

The site is developed with a 58,762 square foot retail building with
associated paved vehicular use area and retention areas. The parcel also
contains a fuel dispensing station with a 90 square foot kiosk and a 25’ x 76’
canopy with three fuel islands. The main structure, the retail building, is
currently under remodeling for Publix supermarkets.

Ingress and egress to the development and proposed structures and all with
particular reference to automotive and pedestrian safety, separation of
automotive traffic and control, provision of services and servicing of utilities
and refuse collection and accesses in case of fire, catastrophe and
emergency.

Analysis: Access to Park Boulevard, 49" Street, 47" Street and 76" Avenue,
through the parent parcel will not be affected by this amendment. The site
appears to provide adequate area for employee, customer and truck traffic
as well as for servicing of utilities, refuse collection and accesses in case of
fire, catastrophe and emergency.

Location and relationship of off-street parking and off-street loading facilities
to driveways and internal traffic patterns within the proposed development
with particular reference to automotive and pedestrian safety, traffic flow and
control, access in case of fire or catastrophe, and screening and
landscaping.

Analysis: Location of off-street parking spaces to driveways and internal
traffic patterns appears to be adequate in regard to automotive and
pedestrian safety, traffic flow and control, and access in case of fire or
catastrophe. Code requires 16 spaces for the proposed square footage and
10 are provided. Of these spaces, one is for handicap use. The applicant has
requested a variance to parking. See Section V below.

Sufficiency of setbacks, screens, buffers and general amenities to preserve
internal and external harmony and compatibility with uses inside and outside
the proposed development and to control adverse effects of noise, lights,
dust, fumes, and other nuisances.

Analysis: The area is commercial and residential in nature. The site has been
utilized with its current use, a supermarket, since 1982. All development on
the site will be subject to the Landscape Ordinance. While setbacks for a
“PUD"” Planned Unit Development are flexible based on design, the applicant
has opted for setbacks conforming to Code requirements.

Drainage on the property with particular reference to the effect of provisions
for drainage on adjacent and nearby properties and the use of on-site
retention systems. City Council may grant approval, subject to approval by
the City Manager, or his designee, of a drainage plan as required by the City
Drainage Code.

Analysis: The existing on-site retention ponds will continue to be utilized for
both parcels. Alterations to the drainage system will be reviewed with Final
Site Plan submission and will be required to meet City and Southwest Florida
Water Management District (SWFWMD) standards.

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Availability and compatibility of hook-in locations between the project and
necessary utilities.

Analysis: Water and sewer locations are adequate and available to serve
the proposed development.

Signs, if any, and proposed exterior lighting with reference to glare, traffic
safety, economic effects, and compatibility and harmony with adjacent
properties.

Analysis: Signage is existing and no changes have been illustrated on the
Master Site Plan. Any additional signage will have to be consistent with
Article 6 of the City’s Land Development Code. Lighting is not depicted on
the plan; however, site visit reveals lighting fixtures are currently installed on
the site. Any additional lighting will be required to meet Code requirements.
No spill-over lighting shall be purposely directed onto any abutting or
functionally abutting property. Furthermore, no outdoor lighting shall be
directed at angles that interfere with driver vision on adjacent roadways.

Orientation and location of buildings, recreational facilities and open space in
relation to the physical characteristics of the site, the character of the
neighborhood and the appearance and harmony of the building with adjacent
development surrounding landscape.

Analysis: Buildings are oriented toward Park Boulevard. No recreational
facilities are planned or expected since there is no residential component to
this "CPUD". Lot 2 was originally developed with 756% lot coverage. This
modification will increase lot coverage to approximately 79%. A variance has
been requested for the increase, see Section V below.

Proximity, relationship and compatibility of existing and proposed
surrounding land use.

Analysis: This site has been utilized as a supermarket since 1982. The gas
station was developed in 2000. The modifications/redevelopment of the
station should not affect compatibility with the surrounding properties.

General amenities included as part of the development complement the
character of the surrounding area.

Analysis: N/A

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J. Treatment and location of handling of solid waste disposal.
Analysis: A refuse compactor is located north of the supermarket and is
shielded from view from the right-of-way and functionally abutting residential
uses by a six-feet-high, solid block wall. A new dumpster and enclosure are
proposed for the gas station parcel adjacent to the office.

K. Landscaping and preservation of natural or man-made features of the site
including trees and other vegetation.
Analysis: Landscaping will be reviewed with final site plan submission. The
applicant is requesting a waiver to interior greenspace percentage. See
Section IV below.

WAIVERS

In any case where the strict application of the regulations of the Land Development
Code present an undue hardship, City Council may waive, in whole or in part, one or
more of the special requirements imposed. In determining whether such special
requirements should be wholly or partially waived, City Council shall consider the
following criteria:

The purpose of the requirement is otherwise fully achieved, or more
important purposes of this Ordinance or the Comprehensive Plan will be
served thereby, or the requirement serves no valid public purpose in the
particular case.

The waiver is consistent with the statement of intent of the applicable zoning
district and this Ordinance.

The waiver will not adversely impact on the public interest or on adjacent
property and all necessary alternative measures shall be taken by the
applicant to prevent any such impact.

The size, configuration, and/or natural features of the property involved
present a hardship on the development of the property.

The waiver is not discriminatory, considering similar situations in the general
area and in past decisions under this Ordinance.
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A. WAIVER TO INTERIOR GREENSPACE REQUIREMENTS

Section 18-1512.6(B)6 requires an area or combination of areas equal to
eight percent of the total vehicular use area be devoted to interior
landscaping...to be placed within rows of contiguous parking space intervals
of not more than 15 spaces. An area or combination of areas equal to 10%
of the vehicular use area shall be devoted to interior landscaping.

Analysis: Total vehicular use area for the proposed development is 17,081
square feet. Interior greenspace required is 10% or 1,708.1 square feet. The
applicant is providing 553 square feet. The parcel currently has 825 square
feet. Based on the minor amount of reduction, staff has no objection to this
request. This request only applies to Lot 2.

VARIANCES

In any case where the strict application of the requirements of this Article present
an undue hardship, City Council may waive in whole or in part, one or more of the
requirements imposed under said Article. In no case shall any required landscape
area or strip be eliminated in its entirety. To determine whether such requirements
shall be wholly or partially waived, City Council shall consider the following criteria:
Character of the immediately surrounding development; size of parcel; configuration
and natural features of the land to be developed; adequacy of off-site
improvements; traffic impacts; and nature of the proposed development. (Ord.
2556-02.25.99)

All variances approved by City Council shall be delineated on the Master Plan.(Ord.
2556-02.25.99)

A. VARIANCE TO LOT COVERAGE

Section 18-1506.24(D)3 allows a maximum lot coverage of 756%. The
submitted site plan illustrates approximately 79% lot coverage.

Analysis: The original Master Plan illustrated lot coverage at 75% for Lot 2.
The modifications/redevelopment illustrated on these plans will increase the
lot coverage to approximately 79%. This request only applies to Lot 2.

B. VARIANCE TO PARKING REQUIREMENTS

Section 18-1714.4 requires parking to be provided at a rate of 4 spaces for
each 1000 square feet of retail area. The applicant is requesting a variance
from 16 to 10 spaces.

Analysis: With the increase to the square footage for the convenience store
the parking requirements have increased to 16 spaces. In order to provide
additional parking, additional paving would need to be installed further
increasing lot coverage. The Master Plan provided for cross parking between
the parcels; therefore, parking on site should not be problematic. Staff has
voiced no concern over this request. This request only applies to Lot 2.

DEVELOPMENT CONSIDERATIONS

1.

All development within the "CPUD" shall be done in conformance with the
adopted Master Plan and the City of Pinellas Park Land Development Code.

2. The Final Site Plan must be submitted to the Building Division for review.
Construction of the proposed improvements must begin within one year of
approval of the Master Plan.

3. Finished Floor Elevations must be two feet above the highest adjacent crown
of the road or base flood elevation, whichever of the two is higher.
