As we have discussed, Florida Contraband Forfeiture Act obligates us to donate 15% of our
forfeited funds to support or to operate drug treatment programs, drug abuse education, drug
prevention, crime prevention, safe neighborhood, school resource officer program(s) or other
such law enforcement purposes as City Council deems appropriate. Within our community, I
have identified two worthy programs that directly impact the citizens of our community or
provide a critical service for our most vulnerable citizens. If you agree, I will prepare a Council
Agenda Item for City Council’s consideration.

For the past fourteen years, CASA (Community Action Stops Abuse, Inc) has provided court
ordered supervised visitation and a monitored exchange program for families who have
experienced violence in conjunction with our local court system. The Visitation Center assists
children in families with domestic violence, mental and substance abuse issues or neglect.
CASA’s mission “is to raise our voices against violence through advocacy, empowerment and
social change.” A donation to CASA will support the Visitation Center located in the City of
Pinellas Park.

Pinellas Hope is a temporary shelter that provides homeless adults with shelter, clothing, food
services, and other support necessary to rehabilitate them from a life of alcohol and substance
abuse. The shelter is located at 5726 126™ Avenue. Since 2007, our police officers have placed
225 homeless adults with the Pinellas Hope. The $10,000 donation will assist the Pinellas Hope
in serving the needs of homeless adults placed into their care.

These two donations. coupled with the donations for our DARE supplies later in the year, will
satisfy our statutory donation obligation.

Dear Chief Thomas;

It has been quite a few weeks since I spoke with you concerning CASA’s Visitation Center, so I wanted
to follow-up on our conversation. As I mentioned before, for the past fourteen years, CASA (Community
Action Stops Abuse, Inc.) has provided court ordered supervised visitation and monitored exchange
program for families who have experienced violence in conjunction with the Sixth Judicial Court System.

The Visitation Center helps children in families with domestic violence, mental health and substance
abuse issues from being placed in foster care. TVC typically serves high risk families, families that have
experienced violence, substance abuse, mental health issues or neglect. The children in the families are
vulnerable victims who face abuse and have witnessed abuse of a parent.

The Visitation Center also directly impacts the success of children in school by preventing further
violence. Children, especially male children, who grow up in homes where there is domestic violence
have a much higher likelihood of becoming juvenile delinquents. The best way to create safety for
children is to provide safety for their (non-abusive) parent. Children love their parents even when they
are abusive. CASA helps these children turn their lives around by creating a safe place.

I have enclosed a proposal for Police Forfeiture Funds to support the Visitation Center along with
additional information on CASA. Thank you for providing us this opportunity to submit the request for
funding.

Overview of CASA

For 32 years, CASA has operated as a 501¢ (3) not for profit charity providing a wide range of programs
for victims of domestic violence and their families, advocacy and community education on domestic
violence. CASA has developed, from a small, grassroots emergency shelter with 8 beds and part time
staff, into a flagship domestic violence (dv) organization. CASA has a reputation for fine work and
innovative programs with 100 employees. CASA is respected as a leader of 42 dv centers in Florida.
The agency was a finalist for the Governors Peace at Home award, and in 2003, named “Non Profit
Business of the Year” by the St Petersburg Chamber of Commerce. In 2008, CASA was named the
“Non-profit of the Year” by the Tampa Bay Business Journal.

CASA’s budget is comprised of 70% government grants (28% federal, 10% state, and 29% local). 30%
is comprised of local contributions including fundraising events, contributions and bequests, income
from thrift store sales and gifts in kind. CASA has a strong and aggressive grants and development
department.

CASA has collaborative grants and partnerships with: The Haven Domestic Violence Center in
Clearwater, the State Attorney’s Office, Clerk of Courts, Family Service Center, PEMHS, Safe
Children’s Coalition, and the Safestart Partnership Center. CASA coordinates services with the St.
Petersburg Police Department, Clerk of Courts, Court Administrator, WorkNet Pinellas, Help A Child,
and Suncoast Mental Health/Homeless Outreach Support Team. CASA collaborates with R’ Club of
Pinellas and Coordinated Childcare of Pinellas County to provide licensed afterschool daycare for
children residing in CASA’s Gateway Transitional Housing and CASA’s emergency shelter. CASA
provides support groups for Operation PAR, Faith House, Mustard Seed, Pinellas Village and the
Pinellas County Jail. CASA actively participates with the Pinellas County Domestic Violence Task
Force, Fatality Review Committee, Pinellas County Coalition for the Homeless, Area Agency on Aging,
Interagency Network, Victim’s Rights Coalition, Urban League, Chamber of Commerce, Weed and
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Seed, Community Alliance, Florida Coalition Against Domestic Violence, National Coalition Against
Domestic Violence, The Supervised Visitation Task Force, Pinellas County Health Department, the
United Way Council of Executives and the Juvenile Welfare Board Council of Executives.

CASA’s mission is to raise our voices against violence through advocacy, empowerment and social
change. CASA’s vision is a community without domestic violence so that home is a safe place.

CASA’s current services include a 30 bed emergency shelter, 14 units of transitional housing, a 24-hour
crisis hot line, support groups, youth programs, substance abuse advocacy, information and referral
program, emergency response teams, legal advocacy, outreach to under-served communities, thrift shop,
visitation program, peacemakers program to pre-school, elementary and middle school students, and a
very active volunteer program. CASA has provided community education and training for thousands of
health care, legal, and educational professionals

SECTION II

. The Program for Consideration:

For the past 14 years, CASA has operated the only The Visitation Center (TVC) in Pinellas County.
Our Center was inspired by a woman named Kim for whom we provided a place for the father of her
daughter (a former police officer) to visit with his child. Kim’s former husband was extremely violent
towards Kim and had never taken an interest in their 2 year old daughter until Kim fled with their
daughter to avoid the abuse. CASA provided the place for Kim to hire a visit supervisor and an armed
guard to keep her child and the supervisor safe. The cost for each 2 hour visit to Kim was about $250
because both the visit supervisor and the guard had 4 hour minimums. Many times the father did not
show and Kim paid the bill anyway. There had to be a better way.

At this same time a Pinellas County Judge was holding meetings in her chamber to try and develop a
Visitation Center because she did not feel it was safe to order visits to occur at the Mall, in fast food
restaurants or in police department lobbies. Parents still had to arrange the visits and children still
witnessed violence between their parents. CASA was able to obtain a small grant to open a visitation
center. Officer Bill Holmes of the Pinellas Park Police Department was our first volunteer visit
supervisor because he saw the need for TVC. Each year we provide about 1200 supervised visits for
about 80 families at a time. TVC staff makes all the arrangements for the weekly visit so the parents do
not talk disrespectfully to each other or fight in front of the children.

TVC is saving the lives of Pinellas County children and their parents by offering a safe, child-friendly
place for children to establish a healthy relationship in a neutral setting.

TVC typically serves high risk families, families that have experienced violence, substance abuse,
mental health issues or neglect. The children in the families are vulnerable victims who face abuse and
have witnessed abuse of a parent. Based on the families served to date, approximately 47% of the
families have a history of domestic violence, 23% of substance abuse or mental health, 8% of parental
alienation or interfering with child custody or kidnapping, 9% of dependency issues, 3% - the parent
unknown to child, 7% of neglect, sexual or physical abuse and 3% are “other”.

TVC’s purpose is to offer safety for the children and parents, while preserving the parent’s right of
access to the child/ren. Supervised Visitation allows the parent/child relationship to continue or to
salely develop as needed, it reduces opportunity for retributive violence by parents, prevents parental
abduction, safeguards endangered family members, prevents further acts of abuse to the non-abusive
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parent, and maintains regular visitation schedules. Monitored Exchange reduces opportunity for
retributive violence by parents, safeguards endangered family members, prevents further acts of abuse to
the non-abusive parent and maintains regular exchange schedules. TVC provides families with
information and referrals on community resources in terms of physical and mental health assistance,
housing and utilities assistance, transportation, domestic violence prevention and a myriad of other
resources. A large majority of families participating in the program are low-income, working families.

Families are referred by the Sixth Judicial Court Circuit covering Pinellas and Pascoe County. Visits are
scheduled after both parents are interviewed. Fees are determined by the court on a sliding scale and
paid at the beginning of each visit by one or both parents. Each visiting parent is scheduled to arrive 10
minutes before the residential parent and child arrives. A staff or volunteer monitor is assigned to each
visiting parent. The visit monitor must remain close enough to hear all conversation between parent and
child. Inappropriate communications and/or behaviors are interrupted immediately and a warning is
issued or the visit is terminated. At the end of the visit the child leaves with the residential parent and to
maintain safety, the visiting parent must wait for 10 minutes before they are allowed to leave. Court
ordered monitored exchanges may also take place during any of the hours when The Visitation Center is
open.

Security is a high priority and a concern for The Visitation Center and all staff receive training in
security measures. A uniformed officer is on-site at all times. As an important safety measure, CASA
utilizes a metal detector wand for all visiting parents who remain at the facility and a system of walkie-
talkies for visitation monitors ensures the ability to communicate with the on-site supervisor and the
uniformed police officer, should the need arise. Visitations are terminated immediately when a parent’s
behavior is deemed dangerous to the staff or the child.

The program does not discriminate against anyone due to race, religion, gender, sexual orientation,
national origin, age, disability, marital status, or inability to pay.

How will the project/program impact crime prevention and neighborhood safety?

The three most common reasons for children to be placed in foster care are domestic violence, mental
health and substance abuse. Both children who grow up in these families and their non-abusive parent
are traumatized when the child is removed from the non-abusive parent and placed in foster care. TVC
prevents this from happening. CASA helps the non-abusive parent find safety with her/his child and
visits by the non-residential parent are arranged and occur under the supervision of TVC. TVC helps
prevent children being placed in foster care because the abusive, non-residential parent is ordered to visit
their child at TVC and can no longer abuse the parent in front of the child. CASA’s TVC staff members
have set the standards for Visitation Centers and operate as a “best practice model” through-out the state
and nationally; thirteen years of operation without a major incident reflects how well the program
supports youth and their families who have experienced tumultuous relationships.

TVC directly impacts on the success of children in school in preventing further violence. Children,
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especially male children, who grow up in homes where there is domestic violence have a much higher
likelihood of becoming juvenile delinquents. The best way to create safety for children is to provide
safety for their (non-abusive) parent. Children love their parents even when they are abusive. We can
help these children turn their lives around by creating a safe place through TVC.

Families who may lose supervised visitation privileges because we cannot afford to keep the center open
tell us they may have to flee in order to keep themselves and their children safe. Children who are
required to visit their abusive parents tell us that they may also run away if they cannot have a
supervisor present during the visits.

TVC is a unique, cost effective special program that works to keep both children and parents from
facing violence. It gives the judges “peace of mind” when they must order visits by parents who have a
history of violence. It gives children a safe place to maintain a relationship with a parent that might
abuse them without supervision. It gives our community a simple way to interrupt the violence without
using the slim resources of the criminal justice system. TVC keeps children out of the criminal justice
system. No child should have to fear violence from their parents. No child should have to defend the
lives of their siblings or non-abusive parent.

How will you account for expenditures, including the use of award dollars?

CASA has a very detailed accounting system in addition to strict internal controls of the overall
management of the agency, management of the general ledger, and the oversight of the Finance
Committee and the Board of Directors. CASA is annually audited by an independent auditor, has a CPA
as its Finance Director, and has successful annual monitoring reviews from numerous funding sources
including federal, state and local agencies.

CASA has extensive fiscal policies and procedures including those that specifically address purchasing
and cash disbursement and revenue, chart of accounts, annual independent audit, and a fixed asset
inventory that is continually updated. There is an annual budget policy and procedure in place which
describes the specific roles of staff, the Finance Committee and the Board of Directors.

There is an internal purchase order system that must have invoices with unique identifying numbers and
receipts must be received once the invoice is paid. The “project” receives a code number once funding is
secured and all expenditures for the “project” are tracked to that unique number. Authorization for
purchase must be received prior to placing the order. CASA’s policy is to seek competitive bids on
goods or services valued at $750 or more in order to obtain the best goods or services for the best
possible price. All purchases are sales tax exempt.

SUBJECT: Authorization to Purchase In-Car Video Systems

BACKGROUND: Chief Thomas is seeking authorization to purchase ten Kustom Signals G3 in-car video systems under
GSA Contract 07F-0192N from Lakota Contracting, 3225 W. Rapid Street, Rapid City, SD 57702. The total amount for this
purchase is $49,550 with $36,842 from grants from the Edward Byrme Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program, and
$12,708 is from the Police Department’s Confiscated Property Fund.

On August 27, 2009, Council authorized the Mayor, City Manager and Police Chief to Sign the Memorandum of Understanding
(MOU) with the Pinellas County Board of County Commissioners for the FY 2009 Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance
Grant (JAG) Program for $23,342 for in-car video systems. On November 12, 2009, we received approval under the Edward
Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program for a second grant from Florida Department of Law Enforcement in the
amount of $13,500. Money from the second grant was also to be used to purchase in car video equipment.
