BACKGROUND:

Bids were legally advertised and bid invitations were mailed to 358 perspective bidders. Seven (7) bids were
received with National Power Rodding, Corp. (2500 West Arthington Street, Chicago, IL, 60612-4108)
being the lowest bidder that met all of the bid requirements with a bid submittal of $202,000.00. The amount
budgeted for this project is $325,000.00 (page 405 of the 07/08 adopted budget). The bid amount is
$123,000.00, or 37.8% under the budgeted amount. The approval of this item will reflect the award of bid,
and a change order in the contract amount to facilitate additional work that is necessary and budgeted in
future programs and take advantage of favorable pricing up to the amount budgeted for this project. The
contract will be charged to account 301-381-5-780-54.

You previously forwarded to me the proposed Addendum to the March 11, 2008 election
contract with the Supervisor of Elections office, which would provide for the Supervisor of
Elections to serve as the Canvassing Board for the City.

As we discussed on the telephone at that time, such action would first require an
amendment to the City’s elections ordinance, in order to enable the Supervisor of Elections
office to serve as the Canvassing Board for the City. Subsequent to that conversation, you
have prepared an ordinance to present to City Council to amend the election code, so that
the Supervisor of Elections office can serve as the Canvassing Board for the City, if so
authorized for a particular election by the City Council. Assuming that such ordinance is
enacted by the City Council, then the Council would also need to vote to approve allowing
the Supervisor of Elections office to serve as the Canvassing Board for the City for the
March 11, 2008 election.

Realizing that the City Council might elect to go ahead and amend the elections code and
vote to allow the Supervisor of Elections office to serve as the Canvassing Board for the
March 11, 2008 election, and in anticipation of the fact that if the Council does so act, you
would want to notify the Supervisor of Elections office as soon as possible, | have

NO. 04-06-02 - 5600 86™ Avenue (Hoxie)

BACKGROUND:

Louis Hoxie, father of Allen Hoxie (deceased) and current owner of the property located at 5600 86™
Avenue, has requested a reduction of the $18,500 Code Enforcement Board (CEB) Lien No. 04-06-02 on
this property. At the time of Mr. Hoxie’s request, the City also had a pending $4,000 Lot Cleaning Lien
against this property. At their meeting on January 17, 2008, the Code Enforcement Board recommended
that CEB Lien No. 04-06-02 be reduced to $980.54 (which is City’s total estimated cost in handling this

case), provided the reduced amount and the pending $4,000 Lot Cleaning Lien both be paid by February 28,
2008.

On January 22, 2008, Mr. Hoxie paid the $4,000 pending Lot Cleaning Lien, which saved the City the time
and expense involved in processing and filing a lien. In addition, to show good faith, Mr. Hoxie also paid

the City’s total estimated cost in handling this case, $980.54, as recommended by the Code Enforcement
Board.

At the Code Enforcement Board meeting on January 17, 2008, the Board considered a Request
for a Reduction or Elimination of the Administrative Fine/Lien in Case No. 04-06-02 against
Allen J. Hoxie and the property located at 5600 86™ Avenue.

To assist the Board in making a recommendation, City Staff provided us with the following
information:

Code Enforcement Board Lien No. CEB 04-06-02, commenced on May 4, 2006, and ran
for 370 days at $50 per day for a total lien amount of $18,500. The City’s estimated
administrative costs in handling this case is $980.54. The City also has a recent
(pending) Lot Mowing Lien against this property in the amount of $4,000.

The Board received the following information from the applicant, Louis Hoxie, and his
representative, Rick Butler, at the meeting:

Mr. Allen Hoxie is deceased and his father (the applicant, Louis Hoxie) is the new
property owner. The house has been brought into compliance and is in the process of
being sold. The money received from the sale of the home will be used to pay off debts
incurred by Mr. Allen Hoxie.

Based on all the information received, the Board made the following recommendation:

That the Administrative Fine/Line in Case No. CEB 04-06-02 be reduced to the amount
of $980.54, subject to said amount being paid by cash or certified check by February 28,
2008, and if said amount is not paid by the date specified, the Administrative Fine/Lien
will automatically revert back to the original amount of $18,500. In addition, the
outstanding Lot Mow Lien in the amount of $4,000 must be paid by cash or certified
check by February 28, 2008, or the Administrative Fine/Lien in Case No. CEB 04-06-02
will automatically revert back to the original amount of $18,500.

APPEAL OF ADMINISTRATIVE FINE - CASE NO. 04-06-02

At the May 18, 2006, Code Enforcement Board meeting, an Administrative Fine in the
amount of $50 per day was assessed against Allen J. Hoxie, and the property located at
5600 86" Avenue. The fine ran for 370 days at $50 per day, for a total lien amount of
$18,500.

On December 11, 2007, Louis D. Hoxie submitted an application requesting the lien
amount be reduced or eliminated. Louis Hoxie and Rick Butler were present to discuss
the request with the Code Enforcement Board.

Mr. Butler explained that Mr. Hoxie is very hard of hearing and that is part of the reason
he is with him at this meeting.

Attorney Peck stated they are requesting an elimination of this fine. He asked Mr. Hoxie
if he was aware there is also a $4,000 lot cleaning assessment against this property.

Mr. Butler stated they are not requesting a waiver of the $4,000 lot cleaning assessment.
He stated Allen Hoxie is deceased, the property is being sold and the estate is trying to
be liquidated. He stated Louis Hoxie (father of Allen Hoxie) is trying to get this lien
reduced so the property can be sold and the estate closed. Louis Hoxie does not have
much knowledge of what went on when his son lived at this property.

Mr. Hoxie stated he heard that his son was having some conflict with the City, but didn’t
know much about what was going on until his son died two (2) months ago. He stated he
didn’t cause these violations, but will go along with whatever the Board decides. He
stated he is 80 years old, and wants to just settle the estate. His son lost his job and had
no medical insurance, and had medical bills around $90,000.

Attorney Peck asked if Mr. Hoxie would agree to payment of the $4,000 lot mowing
assessment if it was made a condition to reducing or eliminating this fine.

Mr. Hoxie said yes.

Chairman Kuperman asked if he would also agree to pay the $980 debt incurred by the
City while prosecuting this case.

Mr. Hoxie said yes.

‘Administrator Walker stated she provided Mr. Hoxie and Mr. Butler with the memo

received by the Code Enforcement Board of the City’s estimated costs of prosecuting this
case.

Mr. Butler stated they are agreeable to payment of these costs, and for the record he
will abstain from the vote on this case when it is presented to City Council for the lien
reduction request.

Discussion among Board members ensued regarding how to word this particular motion.
Attorney Peck entered into evidence a Petition for Summary Administration and

Determination of Homestead Status of Real Property showing assets of $72,300 for this
estate.

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Mr. Butler stated there are assets in the estate. But there is also a $54,000 first
mortgage on the property. There is an $18,000 judgment. There are taxes owed, and
medical bills. Mr. Hoxie, at 80 years old, and he did not deserve to have his son die and
then have to go through all this aggravation.

Chairman Kuperman stated the assets will not affect the decision of the Board.

Mr. Webb said the assets are irrelevant to this case.

Mr. Butler said he takes personal offense that the City is doing research on
administrative and estate filings in situations like this.

Mr. Hightower asked if a sale is pending.

Mr. Butler said there is a contract that has not closed, but is probably less than what
those documents before the Board show. The closing is set for February 14, 2008. He
cannot, in good conscience, assure the Board that those people will show up and that the
closing will be on that day.

Mr. Webb asked if we could set this up so that the payments are due so many days after
the closing takes place instead of an exact day.

Chairman Kuperman said that he feels the end of February is fair.

Mr. Butler agreed that would be fine.

Mrs. Johnson said she heard earlier in testimony that Mr. Hoxie did not know about the
Code Enforcement violations on his son’s property. However, we have certified mail that
