SUBJECT: MS 2009-17 (Pinellas Park Land Company LLC)

BACKGROUND: The applicant is requesting a waiver to allow a six-feet-high, chain link fence in lieu of a
solid wall as required by Section 18-1507.10 (E) “Outdoor Storage” which requires that “Outdoor storage areas
or areas of industrial activity shall be shielded from view from any public right-of-way . . . by solid walls at least
six feet in height, which shall be painted" for a 3.611 acre (MOL) parcel of land in the “M-1" Light Industrial
Zoning District. Currently, the site contains vacant industrial buildings with a paved, lighted parking lot. The
applicant is planning to lease the existing; paved, lighted parking lot for the storage of RV’s and boats The site
fronts on both 47" and 49™ Streets; however, the area proposed for outdoor storage fronts on 47" Street only.
Previously, the site was operated by Aircraft Porous Media and they used the existing, paved, lighted parking lot
for their employee and customer parking. The lot is surrounded on three sides by a six-feet-high, chain link
fence; approximately 225 feet long on the north side, 352 feet long on the east side, 227 feet on the south side
and the west side abuts a 116,901 square feet building. The applicant states that they will retain the existing
chain link fence. No outdoor storage will be located within the front yard or secondary front yard setbacks. The
subject property exclusively abuts and functionally abuts industrial uses. The surrounding area consists of: to the
north, Deutsche Moteren; to the south, various industrial uses, Circle K, and Keylock Mini Storage; to the east,
Mill-Rite Woodworking Co. and vacant industrial property; and to the west, various industrial uses. Subject to
matters that may be discussed by Council, staff has not identified any inconsistencies with the Comprehensive
Plan. The proposal should have no adverse effect on adopted levels of service for City infrastructure. In
determining whether of not to grant a request to allow a six-feet-high, chain link fence, City Council shall
consider the following criteria: use of abutting properties, right-of-way classifications, extent of existing solid
fencing within the surrounded area, fence or alternative shielding device materials proposed, length of proposed
fence/wall, and type of materials being stored.

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SITE AND VICINITY CHARACTERISTICS

A.

Zoning/Development History:

According to the Pinellas County Property Appraiser's Office records, this
property was platted as part of the Pinellas Farms Plat of 1911. There are
three buildings located on the property. Building No. 1is a 116,901 square
feet structure builtin 1967. The following items were added to the tax roll: in
1967 a 24 feet X 40 feet freight ramp and a 25,000 square feet asphalt
parking lot and in 1980 an 18 feet X 68 feet carport. Building No. 2 is a
1,000 gross square feet structure built in 1974. In 1974 a 20 feet X 65 feet
area of concrete pavement was added to the tax roll. Building No. 3 is a
42,361 gross square feet structure built in 1980. In 1980, a 31,628 square
feet fire sprinkler system and a 2,100 Ib — 3,500 Ib passenger elevator were
added to the tax roll. The following Building Development Division Permits
were issued: Permit No. 1991-2876 was issued for the installation of three,
aluminum patio covers (12 feet X 20 feet, 18 feet X 52 feet, and 27 feet X 52
feet) and one 16 feet X 25 feet awning; Permit No. 1991-3132 was issued
for a 700 square feet portable classroom, Permit No. 2002-2554 was issued
for a 535-feet-long, six-feet-high, chain link fence; and Permit No. 2006-814
was issued for a 464-feet-long, six-feet-high, chain link fence with a double
gate. Companion Case No. MS 2009-19, for a waiver to outdoor shielding
requirements for the property to the east, will be heard by City Council at the
February 26, 2009 City Council meeting.

WAIVER REQUEST

Pursuant to SECTION 1507.10 OUTDOOR STORAGE (E) INDUSTRIAL ZONING
DISTRICTS, the applicant is requesting a waiver to the following requirement:
“Outdoor storage areas or areas of industrial activity shall be shielded from view
from any public right-of-way . . . by solid walls at least six feet in height, which shall
be painted."

A waiver to the requirement for a solid wall may, upon written request, be
considered by City Council. In determining whether or not to grant a request to
allow a solid fence, City Council shall consider the following criteria: use of abutting
properties, right-of-way classifications, extent of existing solid fencing within the
surrounding area, fence or alternative shielding device materials proposed, length of
proposed fence/wall and type of materials being stored.

Analysis: Currently, the site consists of a three, vacant industrial buildings with a
paved, lighted parking lot. The applicant is planning to lease the existing, paved,
lighted parking lot and the 116,901 square feet building for the storage of
recreational vehicles and boats. The site fronts on both 47™ and 49" Streets;
however, the area proposed for outdoor storage fronts on 47" Street only.
Previously, the site was operated by Aircraft Porous Media and they used the
existing, paved, lighted parking lot for their employee and customer parking. The lot
is surrounded on three sides by a six-feet-high, chain link fence; approximately 225
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feet long on the north side, 352 feet long on the east side, 227 feet on the south
side and the west side abuts a 116,901 square feet building. The applicant states
that they will retain the existing chain link fence. No outdoor storage will be located
within the front yard setback. The subject property exclusively abuts and
functionally abuts industrial uses. As stated above, currently installed, is an
approximately six-feet-high, chain link fence that surrounds the property an three
sides; the applicant would like to use this as a substitute to the solid wall
requirement.

Site inspection reveals that the subject property is located in an industrial
neighborhood. All adjoining uses are zoned industrial. Review of the existing
properties in the neighborhood revealed multiple outdoor storage areas of varying
intensities. Shielding of these areas is accomplished with chain link fencing with and
without inserts or fabric sheeting, PVC fencing, and in some instances, no shielding
was present.

Based upon the review of the above criteria, it would not appear that a wa|ver to
allow an approximately 352-feet-long by six-feet-high, chain link fence on 47" Street
would adversely impact the public interest or the adjacent properties. Additionally,
the requested waiver would not appear to be discriminatory considering similar
situations in nearby areas.

DEVELOPMENT CONSIDERATIONS

1. Outdoor storage shall not encroach into the front yard setback.

SUBJECT: MS 2009-19 (McGrath Family Holdings LLC)

BACKGROUND: The applicant is requesting a waiver to allow an existing, six-feet-high, chain link fence in
lieu of a solid wall, the buffer requirement for a restaurant with an alcoholic beverage license when abutting
residentially zoned properties, for a parcel of land in the “CH” Heavy Commercial Zoning District. The building
was formerly occupied by Hong Kong Buffet. The proposed business will be located in the building adjacent to
the south property line and abutting the mobile home park. The subject property functionally abuts residential
property to the west, and abuts commercial property to the north and commercial and industrial property to the
east. There is a six-feet-high, chain link fence on the site located along the southern property line. Additionally,
the abutting property to the south, Rainbow Village Mobile Home Park, has a six-feet-high, wooden fence,
hedges and trees installed along their north property line, an additional buffer between the two uses. The former
occupants did not serve alcoholic beverages and therefore did not obtain an alcoholic beverage license. Priorto
Hong Kong Buffet, the building was occupied by Sonny’s Real Pit Bar B Q. Between the deletion of the
Sonny’s Real Pit Bar B Q’s Business Tax Receipt (BTR) in 2004 and the BTR for Hong Kong Buffet in 2008,
no alcoholic beverage licenses were obtained; therefore, no grandfathering exists. Based on the Police Incident
Log dating back to 2004, there have not been issues related to noise, lights and other nuisances at this address. It
would not appear that a waiver to allow an approximately 470-feet-long by six-feet-high, chain link fence in lieu
of a solid wall along the south property line would adversely impact the public interest or the adjacent properties.
The surrounding area consists of: to the north, vacant commercial land; to the south, Rainbow Village Mobile
Home Park; to the east, PKS Rentals and a contractor’s office; and to the west and functionally abutting,
Pinebrook Townhomes. Subject to matters that may be discussed by Council, staff has not identified any
inconsistencies with the Comprehensive Plan. The proposal should have no adverse effect on adopted levels of
service for City infrastructure.

Zoning/Development History:

On January 16, 1979, 65" Way North was vacated (Official Records Book
4808, Pages 1720-1723). According to the Pinellas County Property
Appraiser’s Office records, this property was platted as part of the Pine Lake
Estates Plat of 1955. On October 20, 1981, City Council approved
Ordinance No. 1105, annexing the subject property into the City. According
to Building Development Division records, the site was developed in 1981
with a 7,526 gross square feet commercial plaza. In 1982, a 5,107 square
feet restaurant/lounge and a 9,408 square feet office building were
constructed on the site. On January 9, 2003, City Council approved
Ordinance No. 3085, Case No. LUPA 2002-9, amending the land use
designation from Industrial Limited (IL) to Commercial General (CG). The
Pinellas Planning Council (PPC) would not approve Ordinance No. 3085 until
Lot 9 was removed because the PPC felt it was not suitable for the proposed
amendment. Therefore, on April 24, 2003, City Council approved Ordinance
No. 3104, Case No. LUPA 2002-9(R), amending the land use designation
from Industrial Limited (IL) to Commercial General (CG) less Lot 9. On
September 22, 2005, City Council approved Case No. CU 2005-32, a
request to establish an “Automobile Dealer — Used Cars” with a waiver to the
Conditional Use requirement for a 10-feet-wide, landscaped buffer along the
right-of-way. According to Building Development Division records, a
Business Tax Receipt (BTR) for Sonny’s Real Pit Bar B Q’'s was deleted in
October 20, 2004. In April 2008, Hong Kong Buffet obtained a BTR. A
renewal notice was sent for the BTR for Hong Kong Buffet in July 2008 but it
was never renewed.

Site Characteristics:

The site is developed with three buildings utilized for commercial/retail, a
restaurant, and an office building along with associated vehicular use area, a
retention pond and a six-feet-high, chain link fence along the south property
line.

MS 2009-19/MCGRATH FAMILY HOLDINGS LLC/SS
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WAIVER REQUEST

Pursuant to Section 18-1507.12 REGULATIONS FOR THE SALE, DISPENSING
AND CONSUMPTION OF ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES, the applicant is requesting a
waiver to the following requirement: “The property line abutting a Residential Zoning
District shall be screened by a permanent, painted masonry wall not less than six (6)
feet in height nor more than eight (8) feet in height, in accordance with Section 18-
1507 entitled "Fences, Walls, and Hedges", and must be sufficient to screen out
excessive sound and view to the abutting residential area."

A waiver to the requirement for a solid wall may, upon written request, be
considered by City Council. In determining whether or not to grant a request to
allow a six-feet-high, chain link fence, City Council shall consider the following
criteria: compatibility of the use with the abutting residential zoning district,
adequacy of setbacks, buffering and screening in controlling the adverse effects of
noise, lights and other nuisances; the location and nature of the applicant's building;
character of the immediately surrounding development; size, configuration and
natural features of the land to be developed; and nature of the proposed
development.

Analysis: The site is located in the “CH” Heavy Commercial Zoning District. The site
functionally abuts residential property to the west and abuts residential and
commercial property to the south, commercial property to the north and commercial
and industrial propenrty to the east. The proposed business will be located in the
building adjacent to the south property line and abutting the mobile home park. The
mobile home park is located in two, separate zoning districts. The commercial
portion abuts 66™ Street, south of the subject property, and is used as an RV Park
where owners park their RV’s for a certain timeframe; the portion zoned residentially
is located east of the commercial portion, south of the subject property, and is used
as a mobile home park with permanent mobile home structures. A retention pond is
located in the center of the subject site. The building for the proposed restaurant
was built approximately 10 feet from the south, side yard property line and
approximately 88 feet from the west, front yard property line. The mobile homes
located to the south of the subject property are located approximately five feet from
the property line. Additionally, the structure proposed for use by the restaurant
abuts 5" Street, an approximately 50-feet-wide, primary access right-of-way into the
mobile home park, not mobile home structures.

An approximately 470-feet-long by six-feet-high, chain link fence was installed along
the southern property line of the subject property. Additionally, the abutting property
to the south, Rainbow Village Mobile Home Park, has an approximately 620-feet-
long by 6-feet-long wooden fence, hedges and trees installed along their north
property line, an additional buffer between the two uses.

The former occupants
did not serve alcoholic beverages and therefore did not obtain an alcoholic
beverage license. Prior to Hong Kong Buffet, the building was occupied by Sonny’s
Real Pit Bar B Q. Between the deletion of the Sonny’s Real Pit Bar B Q’'s Business
Tax Receipt (BTR) in 2004 and the BTR for Hong Kong Buffet in 2008, no alcoholic
beverage licenses were obtained; therefore, no grandfathering exists. The applicant
is requesting a waiver for an existing, six-feet-high by approximately 470-feet-long,
chain link fence in lieu of a solid wall, the buffer requirement for a restaurant with an
alcoholic beverage license when abutting residentially zoned properties.

Based upon the review of the above criteria, it would not appear that a waiver to
allow a six-feet-high, chain link fence in lieu of a solid wall along the south property
line would adversely impact the public interest or the adjacent properties.
Additionally, based on the information provided above, the requested waiver would
not appear to be discriminatory.

Zoning District. Currently, the site is a vacant parking lot. The applicant is planning to lease the existing, paved,
lighted parking lot for the storage of RV’s and boats. The site fronts on both 47" Street and 62™ Avenue.
Previously, the site was operated by Aircraft Porous Media and they used the existing, paved, lighted parking
lots for their employee and customer parking. The lot is surrounded on all sides by a six-feet-high, chain link
fence. The applicant states that they will retain the existing chain link fence. No outdoor storage will be located
within the front yard or secondary front yard setbacks. The subject property exclusively abuts and functionally
abuts industrial uses. The surrounding area consists of: to the north, Mill-Rite Woodworking Co.; to the south,
Molex, Inc; to the east, vacant industrial building and Alt & Starter Shop of Pinellas; and to the west, vacant
industrial property and various industrial uses.
