BACKGROUND: The applicant is requesting Council to waive the outdoor storage screening requirements of
Section 18-1507.10 (E) to allow a six-feet-high, black chain link or aluminum fence and six-foot-high shrubbery
in front of the fence, in lieu of the required six feet high solid wall for a parcel of land generally located at 4791
62™ Avenue. The applicant has removed a dilapidated single family dwelling and nuisance vegetation from the
site and is planning to use the lot, zoned “M-1" Light Industrial, for spill-over vehicle storage from Toby’s
Automotive, the abutting parcel to the west. By Code definition, vehicle storage is considered outdoor storage.
The site fronts on 62™ Avenue North. No outdoor storage will be located within the front yard setback. The
subject property exclusively abuts and functionally abuts industrial uses. The surrounding area consists of: to the
north, Storhouse LLC; to the south, Keylock Mini Storage and Circle K; to the east, Transcontinental Builders
and Home Comfort Center; and to the west, Toby’s Automotive. Subject to any matters that may be discussed by
Council, staff has not identified any inconsistencies with the Comprehensive Plan. The proposal should have no
adverse effect on adopted levels of service for City infrastructure. In determining whether or not to grant a
request to allow a black, six-feet-high, chain link or aluminum fence with shrubbery, City Council shall consider
the following criteria: use of abutting properties, right-of-way classifications, extent of existing solid fencing
within the surrounded area, fence or alternative shielding device materials proposed, length of proposed
fence/wall, and type of materials being stored.

WAIVER REQUEST

Pursuant to SECTION 1507.10 OUTDOOR STORAGE (E) INDUSTRIAL ZONING
DISTRICTS, the applicant is requesting a waiver to the following requirement:
“Outdoor storage areas or areas of industrial activity shall be shielded from view
from any public right-of-way . . . by solid walls at least six feet in height, which shall
be painted.”

A waiver to the requirement for a solid wall may, upon written request, be
considered by City Council. In determining whether or not to grant a request to
allow a solid fence, City Council shall consider the following criteria: use of abutting
properties, right-of-way classifications, extent of existing solid fencing within the
surrounding area, fence or alternative shielding device materials proposed, length of
proposed fence/wall and type of materials being stored.

Analysis: The applicant is proposing the installation of a six-feet-high, black, chain
link or aluminum fence (the applicant is providing Council with options) and six-foot-
high shrubbery in front of the fence, to act as an additional buffer for both the
property owner and right-of-way, along the south property line, adjacent to 62"
Avenue. The site was recently cleared by removing a dilapidated, single family
dwelling and nuisance vegetation. The applicant is planning to use the lot for spill-
over vehicle storage from Toby’s Automotive, the abutting parcel to the west. No
outdoor storage will be located within the front yard setback. The subject property
exclusively abuts and functionally abuts industrial uses.

Site inspection reveals that the subject property is located in an industrial
neighborhood. All adjoining uses are zoned industrial. Review of the existing
properties in the neighborhood revealed multiple outdoor storage areas of varying
intensities. Shielding of these areas is accomplished with a solid wall, chain link
fencing with and without inserts or fabric sheeting, PVC fencing, and in some
instances, no shielding was present.

Based upon review of the above criteria, it would not appear that a waiver to allow a
six-feet-high, black, chain link or aluminum fence with a six-foot-high hedge on 62"
Avenue would adversely impact the public interest or the adjacent properties.
Additionally, the requested waiver would not appear to be discriminatory considering
similar situations in nearby areas.
