BACKGROUND: This resolution updates the current Investment Policy to include the purchase of
county tax certificates, to increase the Maturity and Liquidity Requirements from three years to four
years, and to adjust the Bid Requirements.

WHEREAS, the City desires to update the current Investment Policy to
include the purchase of county tax certificates, to increase the Maturity and
Liquidity Requirement from three years to four years, and to adjust the Bid
Requirements; and

WHEREAS, the Investment Policy shall not apply to pension funds, debt
services funds, or other indentures in effect; and

WHEREAS, the Investment Policy has been approved by the City Investment
Review Committee and complies with FSS 218.415.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF PINELLAS PARK, PINELLAS COUNTY, FLORIDA AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION ONE: That this Investment Policy is to keep the municipality’s

cash resources productively employed, providing satisfactory yields while
maximizing their security and availability.

CITY OF PINELLAS PARK
Investment Policy

Scope

This investment policy shall apply to funds under control of the City in excess of those
required to meet current expenses. It shall not apply to pension funds, debt service
funds or other indentures in effect.

Purpose

The objective of this policy is to keep the municipality's cash resources productively
employed, providing satisfactory yields while maximizing their security and availability.
Safety of principal is regarded as the highest priority in the handling of investments for
the City. All other investment objectives are secondary to the safety of capital. Each
investment transaction shall seek to first ensure that capital losses are avoided. The
overall investment strategy should ensure that the liquidity is available to meet the City's
operating, payroll and capital requirements. To the extent possible, the City will attempt
to match its investments with anticipated cash flow requirements and seek the highest
possible return on investment.

Performance Measurement

The benchmark yield for the operating portfolio will be the weighted average yield
determined by using the 90 day Treasury Bill Rate. The 90-day Treasury bill rate is
considered a conservative benchmark for riskless investment transactions, is easily
accessible and therefore would provide a minimum standard for the operating portfolio’s
rate of return. The investment program shall seek to augment returns above this
threshold, consistent with risk limitations identified herein.

Prudence and Ethical Standards

The standard of prudence to be applied by the investment officer shall be the "Prudent
Person" rule, which states: "Investments shall be made with judgment and care, under
circumstances then prevailing, which persons of prudence, discretion and intelligence
exercise in the management of their own affairs, not for speculation, but for investment,
considering the probable safety of their capital as well as the probable income derived.”
The "Prudent Person" rule shail be applied in the context of managing the overall
portfolio.



Investments shall be limited to the following classes of securities as authorized in

Florida Statutes:
1. Securities of the U.S. Treasury
2. Securities of agencies or instrumentalities of the U.S. Government
3. Repurchase agreements for either (1) or (2)
4. The following bank liability products from any commercial banking

institution having a combined capital and surplus of not less than $500
million whose long-term debt rating is "A" or better by S&P and Moody's:

a. Certificate of deposit (qualified Florida public depository)

b. Commercial paper

c. Bank notes

d. Other time deposits

Commercial paper issued by a corporation with a short-term rating of
A1/P1 or better

Short-term floating rate or auction rate securities rated "AA" or better by at
least one nationally recognized rating agency.

Any open-end money market mutual funds regulated by the U.S.
government under the Investment Company Act rule 2a-7. In addition,
any investment fund regulated or advised by a Registered Investment
Advisor under rule 3C-7. Both fund's objective should be stated as, "to
maintain a stable net asset value at $1.00 per share.”

Purchase of county tax certificates.

Maturity and Liquidity Requirements

1.

The City will attempt to forecast expected cash outflows and inflows by major
categories. For months that the outflows exceed inflows the City will have
investments maturing that month in excess of the forecasted deficits.

The City will strive to ladder its investments so that there are maturities each
month.

The City will attempt to keep the weighted average maturity to three four
years or less. Due to market conditions and cash needs the average maturity
date may temporarily be greater than three four years but no greater than four
five years. The City will not buy issues with maturity dates longer than four

five years with the intention to sell them at four five years or sooner.

With the exception of U.S. government and agency securities and State
Board of Administration (SBA), no more than 25% of the entire portfolio may
be invested in the securities of any single issuer.



Portfolio Composition, Risk and Diversification

Assets held shall be diversified to control risk of loss resulting from over concentration
of assets in a specific maturity, issuer, instrument, dealer/oroker through which

instruments are bought and sold.

Diversification strategies within the established guidelines shall be reviewed and
revised periodically as necessary by the Investment Review Committee.

The objective of this policy is to keep the municipality's cash resources productively
employed, providing satisfactory yields while maximizing their security and availability.
Safety of principal is regarded as the highest priority in the handling of investments for
the City. All other investment objectives are secondary to the safety of capital. Each
investment transaction shall seek to first ensure that capital losses are avoided. The
overall investment strategy should ensure that the liquidity is available to meet the City's
operating, payroll and capital requirements. To accomplish this the portfolio will be
maddered" with maturities each month. To the extent possible, the City will attempt to
match its investments with anticipated cash flow requirements.

Authorized Investment Institutions and Dealers

The Finance Department will maintain a list of authorized securities dealers, issuers,
and banks from whom the City may purchase securities.

Third-party custodial agreements

A third party shall hold City securities. All securities purchased by, and all collateral
obtained by the City shall be designated as an asset of the City. No withdrawal of
securities, in whole or in part, shall be made from safekeeping, except by an authorized
City staff member. Security transactions between a broker-dealer and the custodian
involving purchase or sale of securities by transfer of money or securities must be made
on a “delivery vs. payment” basis, if applicable to ensure that the custodian will have the
security or money, as appropriate, in hand at the conclusion of the transaction.

Master Repurchase Agreement

This policy requires all approved institutions and dealers transacting repurchase
agreements to execute and perform as stated in the Master Repurchase Agreement.
All repurchase transactions shall adhere to the requirements of the Master Repurchase

agreement.

BACKGROUND: The applicant is requesting Council to waive the outdoor storage screening requirements of
Section 18-1507.10 (E) to allow a six-feet-high, chain link fence with plantings (podocarpus) and a screening
material (green fence screening) on the gates, in lieu of the required six-feet-high, solid wall for a parcel of land
generally located at 6400 46™ Street North. The applicant has used this site since 2002 for their landscaping
business where they store landscape equipment and materials outdoors. Community Compliance issued the
applicant a citation for operating this business without shielding from the right-of-way for outdoor storage.
There is a small structure, a single family dwelling, which is used as a care takers dwelling on the north side of
the site. The site fronts on 46™ Street North. No outdoor storage will be located within the front yard setback.
The subject property exclusively abuts and functionally abuts industrial uses. The surrounding area consists of:
to the north, undeveloped, industrial land; to the south, various industrial uses; to the east, an industrial park; and
to the west, Mill-Rite Woodworking. Subject to any matters that may be discussed by Council, staff has not
identified any inconsistencies with the Comprehensive Plan. The proposal should have no adverse effect on
adopted levels of service for City infrastructure. In determining whether or not to grant a request to allow a six-
feet-high, chain link fence with plantings and a screening material on the gates, City Council shall consider the
following criteria: use of abutting properties, right-of-way classifications, extent of existing solid fencing within
the surrounded area, fence or alternative shielding device materials proposed, length of proposed fence/wall, and
type of materials being stored; subject to the following conditions:

I 1. Plantings shall be 24 inches — 36 inches tall and spaced 30 inches on center at the time of installation.
2. Shielding shall consist of a six-foot-high, chain link fence with a shielding material (green fence

screening-a product that looks like vegetation and provides screening) on the gates.
3. Installation of the fence and plantings shall be completed by May 31, 2010.

According to the Pinellas County Property Appraiser's Office records, this
property was platted as part of the Pinellas Farms Plat of 1911. A 986 gross
square foot structure was constructed in 1961. A 12 foot by 20 foot,
aluminum utility shed was added to the tax roll in 1975. According to
Building Development Division records, Permit No. 1989-3335 was issued for
the installation of a six-foot-high by 428-foot-long fence; and Permit No.
2003-3046 was issued for site work for a commercial building; however, site
work was never completed.

WAIVER REQUEST

Pursuant to SECTION 1507.10 OUTDOOR STORAGE (E) INDUSTRIAL ZONING
DISTRICTS, the applicant is requesting a waiver to the following requirement:
“Outdoor storage areas or areas of industrial activity shall be shielded from view
from any public right-of-way . . . by solid walls at least six feet in height, which shall
be painted.”

A waiver to the requirement for a solid wall may, upon written request, be
considered by City Council. In determining whether or not to grant a request to
allow a solid fence, City Council shall consider the following criteria:
e use of abutting properties,
right-of-way classifications,
extent of existing solid fencing within the surrounding area,
fence or alternative shielding device materials proposed,
length of proposed fence/wall, and
type of materials being stored.

Analysis: The applicant is proposing the installation of a six-feet-high, chain link
fence with plantings (podocarpus) and a green screening material on the gates to
act as an additional buffer to the 46" Street right-of-way which abuts the east
property line. The applicant has used this site since 2002 for their landscaping
business where they store landscaping equipment and materials outdoors.
Community Compliance issued the applicant a citation for outdoor storage without
the required shielding of the right-of-way. No outdoor storage will be located within
the front yard setback. The subject property exclusively abuts and functionally abuts
industrial uses.

Review of the existing businesses in the neighborhood revealed multiple outdoor
storage areas of varying intensities. Shielding of these areas is accomplished with
chain link fencing with and without inserts or fabric sheeting, wood fencing, and in
some instances, no shielding was present. City Council has approved other
shielding requirement waivers in the same zoning district including but not limited to
the following:

MS 2009-17 - 6301 49" Street.
PUD 2007-4(R)/MS 2008-73/BOA 2008-46 - 12900 34" Street.

Based upon review of the above criteria, it would not appear that a waiver of
outdoor storage shielding requirements would adversely impact the public interest or
the adjacent properties. Additionally, the requested waiver would not appear to be
discriminatory considering similar situations in nearby areas.

BACKGROUND: The applicant is requesting the consideration of a modification to a previously approved
Preliminary Site Plan for a 4.33 acre parcel of land in the “M-1” Light Industrial Zoning District generally
located at 6365 53™ Street North that functionally abuts residentially zoned parcels to the west. The applicant
proposes to continue the use of “Plant nursery, retail and wholesale” on the southern half of the site; however,
the applicant would like to add a modular office building and a sidewalk to provide access between the proposed
modular building and the existing structure and parking areas. Surrounding land uses are: to the north, Kohler
Construction Services; to the south and located in unincorporated Pinellas County, Memorial Park Cemetery,
Inc.; to the east, Progress Energy Distribution Center; and functionally abutting to the west, single family
residential. Section 18-1506.23 of the Land Development Code requires City Council approval of site plans for
property located within the “M-1" Zoning District when abutting or functionally abutting residentially zoned
property. City Council may require the installation of additional buffering in order to eliminate adverse impacts
of the industrial use on the residentially zoned properties.

On January 13, 1983, per Ordinance No. 1224,
this property was rezoned from “I” Industrial District and “R-6" Multifamily
Residential/Commercial District to “M-1” Light Industrial District. On
November 8, 2007, City Council approved Case No. MS 2008-01, a
Preliminary Site Plan for a 4.33 acre parcel of land in the “M-1” Light
Industrial Zoning District generally located at 6365 53" Street North that
functionally abuts residentially zoned parcels to the west for the development
of a wholesale/retail plant nursery.

Site Characteristics:

The parcel is developed with a two-story, 29,728 square foot metal and
masonry office building, a small accessory building, paved vehicular use area
on the north half of the property, a graveled circular driveway on the south
half of the property, and a plant nursery.

fl. MASTER SITE PLAN REVIEW

A.

Ingress and egress to the development and proposed structures and all with
particular reference to automotive and pedestrian safety, separation of
automotive traffic and control, provision of services and servicing of utilities
and refuse collection and accesses in case of fire, catastrophe and
emergency.

Analysis: Ingress and egress to the site will continue to be taken from 53"
Street North. A paved, 24-foot-wide driveway currently provides access to
the northern portion of the site for the vehicular use/parking area for existing
businesses on the site. A gravel/shell 16-foot-wide, one-way drive is located
along 53" Street for loading plants onto a trailer for customer delivery.
Ingress and egress to the site appears to be adequate for servicing of
utilities, refuse collection and access in case of fire, catastrophe and
emergency.
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Location and relationship of off-street parking and off-street loading facilities
to driveways and internal traffic patterns within the proposed development
with particular reference to automotive and pedestrian safety, traffic flow and
control, access in case of fire or catastrophe, and screening and
landscaping.

Analysis: Off-street parking and off-street loading facilities are located south
of the existing structure and north of the area proposed for the nursery use
and appear to be adequate with particular reference to automotive and
pedestrian safety, traffic flow and control, access in case of fire or
catastrophe. Sidewalks are not provided internally to the development nor
are they required by Code, except adjacent to the accessible parking spaces.
However, with the addition of the office trailer, a sidewalk is proposed from
the trailer to the paved, parking area on the north of the site. The existing
parking lot has no interior green, but is grandfathered as such.

Sufficiency of setbacks, screens, buffers and general amenities to preserve
internal and external harmony and compatibility with uses inside and outside
the proposed development and to control adverse effects of noise, lights,
dust, fumes, and other nuisances.

Analysis: The new accessory structure shall meet all setback requirements.
The southern portion of the parcel, the area used for the storage of the stock
in trade (plants), will continue to be shielded from the right-of-way and the
functionally abutting residentially zoned properties by an existing, six-foot-
high, solid wall. Landscaping is located in the southwest corner of the site
around the existing sign.

Drainage on the property with particular reference to the effect of provisions
for drainage on adjacent and nearby properties and the use of on-site
retention systems. City Council may grant approval, subject to approval by
the City Manager, or his designee, of a drainage plan as required by the City
Drainage Ordinance.

Analysis: A modular trailer is proposed with the plant nursery use to serve as
an office. Drainage will be reviewed at the time of final site plan review and
will be required to meet City and Southwest Florida Water Management
District (SWFWMD) standards.

Available and compatibility of hook-in locations between the project and
necessary utilities.

Analysis: Existing infrastructure for water and sewer services is adequate
and reasonably available to meet the needs of the site for the proposed
expansion.

Signs, if any, and proposed exterior lighting with reference to glare, traffic
safety, economic effects, and compatibility and harmony with adjacent
properties.

Analysis: No exterior changes to signage or lighting are proposed with this
request. If applied for later, any signage must meet the requirements of
Article 6, Land Development Code “Signs.” All outdoor lighting must be
designed and situated so as to maximize containment of the emitted
illumination on the subject parcel. No spillover lighting shall be purposely
directed onto the functionally abutting residential property.

Orientation and location of buildings, recreational facilities and open space in
relation to the physical characteristics of the site, the character of the
neighborhood and the appearance and harmony of the building with adjacent
development surrounding landscape.

Analysis: The existing building is oriented towards 53" Street North. No
additions are proposed with this use. The small accessory structure will be
located adjacent to the shell drive aisle. The proposed modular office traller
will be located a minimum of 20 feet from the front yard property line of 53"
Street and on the north side of the shell driveway. Light Industrial zoned
properties are located to the north and south. Considering the property has
been utilized for light industrial uses for many years and the proposed, new
use is permitted in this District, it appears the proposed wholesale/retail
nursery use will maintain harmony with the neighborhood.

Proximity, relationship and compatibility of existing and proposed
surrounding land use.

Analysis: As noted previously, residential uses are located to the west of the
proposed wholesale/retail nursery use. This review addresses any
compatibility concerns between the potentially conflicting uses.

General amenities included as part of the development complement the
character of the surrounding area.

Analysis: N/A

Treatment and location of handling of solid waste disposal.

Analysis: A dumpster for the site is located in the northwest corner of the
property adjacent to 53" Street North. This is a grandfathered location. The
dumpster does not meet the shielding requirements of Section 18-1507.23 of
the Land Development Code; however, for this use, it is not required to be
brought up to Code requirements.

Landscaping and preservation of natural or man-made features of the site
including trees and other vegetation.

Analysis: This is a developed property with significant vegetation in the
southern portion of the site. A ten-feet-wide buffer is located along the entire

right-of-way of the property.

PRELIMINARY SITE PLAN APPROVAL REQUIREMENTS

Pursuant to Section 18-1506.23(1), “M-1" Light Industrial Zoning District, where an
“M-1" zoned lot, parcel or tract of land abuts or functionally abuts a residential or
mixed use zoning district, the City Council shall approve a Preliminary Site Plan
based on standards found within this Section.

The Preliminary Site Plan shall be accompanied by an application and the
required administrative fee. No review shall be made of the Preliminary Site
Plan until the fee is paid to the City. The number of copies of the Preliminary
Site Plan shall be determined by the Zoning Division Director.

Analysis: This requirement has been met.

The Preliminary Site Plan submitted shall conform to the provisions of
Section 18-1505.2.

Analysis: The Preliminary Site Plan conforms to the provisions of Section 18-
1505.2, Site Plan, Land Development Code.

Standards. The City Council shall not approve a Preliminary Site Plan
submitted under this section unless they find that:

1. The proposal is in accordance with the City’s adopted Comprehensive
Plan.

2. The proposal is in accordance with the applicable zoning regulations.

3. The proposal meets the Dimensional Regulation standards of Section

18-1506.23(D),.

4. The proposal meets the Locational Design Standards of Section 18-

1506.23(1) 4.

5. The proposal has a valid Certificate of Concurrency.

6. The proposal is otherwise in accordance with the requirements of this
article.
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Analysis: The Preliminary Site Plan meets the above standards.
Locational Design Standards

The Preliminary Site Plan, Final Site Plan, and Building Plans shall show
conformance with the following Location Design Standards.

1. General Standards

a. The developer shall submit a letter detailing the type of
development proposed, the hours of operation, and the
characteristics of operation of the development, including the
amount and type of traffic (passenger cars and heavy trucks)
anticipated.

Analysis: This requirement has been met, see attached
application.

b. Performance standards shall be set forth in Section 18-
1506.23(H).

Analysis: It is anticipated the use will conform to the
performance standards.

C. lllumination shall be in accordance with the standards of
Section 18-1506.23(G).

Analysis: The Preliminary Site Plan does not delineate any
outdoor lighting for the additional use. Should lighting be
installed at a future date, all outdoor lighting must be designed
and situated so as to maximize containment of the emitted
illumination of the subject parcel. No spillover lighting shall be
purposely directed onto any abutting or functionally abutting
property.

d. Any outdoor storage areas shall be in accordance with
Standards of 18-1507.

Analysis: The outdoor storage area is fully enclosed with a six-
foot-high, solid wall.

2. Functionally Abutting Residential or Mixed Use Zoning Districts
(property to the west of this parcel).
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All noise generating mechanical equipment including, but not

limited to air conditioning and refrigeration units, fans, vents,

compressors, compactors, vacuums, and similar equipment

shall be placed 25 feet from the lot line closest to the

residential property and shall exhaust away from said property .
to minimize the industrially generated noise. If buffered with a

solid masonry wall such equipment may be placed on the sides

of the building (but not within the required setbacks);

Analysis: This requirement shall be met.

Only egress doors for people may face said property. No door
that provides access for vehicles or movement of equipment or
materials, or for ventilation shall face said property, whether
such door is an overhead, sliding, or other type of similar door.

Analysis: This requirement will be met.

No loading area, loading dock, or truck well shall be within
twenty feet of the front property line, nor shall the
aforementioned be oriented toward said property; said loading
area, loading dock, or truck well shall be screened from view
from the public or private right-of-way by a six foot high solid
fence, wall or landscape screen.

Analysis: The loading area proposed by the applicant will be
located approximately 100 feet from the front property line. It
along with the outdoor storage area is shielded from view by a
six-feet-high solid wall.

No dumpster(s) shall be visible from the public or private right-
of-way, said dumpster(s) shall be screened from view by a
solid fence or wall six (6) feet in height (including gates):

Analysis: The proposed request will not impact existing facility
site layout in regard to items referenced (see lll. J. above).

Landscaping and buffering shall be provided in accordance
with the provisions of Section 18-1512, except that a ten (10)
foot wide landscaped buffer shall be maintained along the
entire right-of-way of said property.

Analysis: This requirement has been met.
