RESOLUTION NO. 08-12

A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PINELLAS PARK,
PINELLAS COUNTY, FLORIDA, ADOPTING THE “FLORIDA FOREVER” PROGRAM;
PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Florida has a wvaliant history of environmental Iland
acquisition, beginning in 1964 and continuing through the present via
the Environmentally Endangered Lands, Conservation and Recreational
Lands, Save Our Coast, Save Our Rivers, Florida Preservation 2000, and
Florida Forever Programs; and

WHEREAS, the Florida Forever Program, begun in 2000, has
accomplished the acquisition of over 154,000 acres for resource
protection through conservation easements and over 730,000 acres of
environmentally-sensitive land protection through acquisition statewide;
and

WHEREAS, the program has, at the current rate of $300 million
annually, only three years of funding remaining; and

WHEREAS, land conservation needs far exceed available funding due
to soaring land prices, the diminishing real value of $300 million, and
the overwhelming demand for Florida Forever funds; and

WHEREAS, a 2006 report of The Nature Conservancy estimate that an
additional $10 billion is needed to protect threatened and endangered
plants, animals, wildlife habitat and clean water across Florida; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the citizens of Florida to
protect environmentally-sensitive lands, develop additional recreational
open space and acquire water resource protection areas.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF

THE CITY OF PINELLAS PARK, PINELLAS COUNTY, FLORIDA, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION ONE: That the City of Pinellas Park encourages Governor

Crist and the Florida Legislature to double the capacity of the Florida
Forever Program for the next two years, to reauthorize the Florida
Forever Program for a ten-year period, and to adopt the goal of
protecting an additional two million acres of conservation land,
estimated by The Nature Conservancy and others to be enough to sustain
biological diversity, maintain our freshwater supplies, and provide a
sustainable environment.

chief elected officials of jurisdictions within the Tampa Bay region,

the members of the Tampa Bay Legislative Delegation and Governor Charlie

Crist.

“ BACKGROUND: The applicant is requesting a waiver to allow a six-foot-high, chain link fence as a substitute
for a solid wall as required by Section 18-1507.10 (E) “Outdoor Storage” which requires that “Outdoor storage
areas or areas of industrial activity shall be shielded from view from any public right-of-way . . . by solid walls at
least six feet in height, which shall be painted." for a parcel of land in the “M-1" Light Industrial Zoning District.
The outdoor storage area will be utilized by the applicant for storage of boats and other items that contain
fiberglass components for the applicant to repair. The site fronts on 62™ Avenue and 63" Avenue, a dead end
“ street. The storage area will be shielded from 62™® Avenue and the functionally abutting residential to the south
by the building and a six-foot-high, solid gate; however, it will be visible from 63" Avenue. In as much as 63™
Avenue functionally dead ends approximately 400 feet to the west, passersby are very limited, making the waiver
a reasonable request. Additionally, the site abuts industrial uses to the east and west and functionally abuts
industrial uses to the north. The surrounding area consists of: to the north, various industrial uses; to the south,
mobile homes; to the east, The Little Garage, Beat the Heat Window Tinting, & Charlie’s Garage; and to the
west, American Icon Auto Paint & Supplies. Subject to matters that may be discussed by Council, Staff has not
identified any inconsistencies with the Comprehensive Plan. The proposal should have no adverse effect on “
adopted levels of service for City infrastructure.

Approval shall be subject to the following conditions:

1. A Unity of Title shall be recorded and submitted to the Zoning Division prior to Final Site Plan approval.
2. Any future modifications to the site shall require a preliminary site plan review by City Council.

WAIVER REQUEST

Pursuant to SECTION 1507.10 QUTDOOR STORAGE (E) “M-1" ZONING
DISTRICT, the applicant is requesting a waiver to the following requirement:
“Outdoor storage areas or areas of industrial activity shall be shielded from view
from any public right-of-way . . . by solid walls at least six feet in height, which shall
be painted."

A waiver to the requirement for a solid wall may, upon written request, be
considered by City Council. In determining whether or not to grant a request to

allow a solid fence, City Council shall consider the following criteria: use of abutting
properties, right-of-way classifications, extent of existing solid fencing within the
surrounding area, fence or alternative shielding device materials proposed, length of
proposed fence/wall and type of materials being stored.

Analysis: The current use of the site is as fiberglass installation and repair. The
applicant was notified by Community Compliance that the outdoor storage area did
not meet the City’s Code requirement. The outdoor storage area will be utilized by
the applicant for storage of boats and other items that contain flberglass
components for the applicant to repair. The site fronts on 62" Avenue and 63"
Avenue, a dead end street. The storage area will be shielded from 62" Avenue by
the building and a six-foot-high, solid gate. However, it will be visible from 63"
Avenue; therefore, the applicant has applied for a waiver to the shielding
requirements to this portion. The applicant is proposing an approximately 100-foot-
long by six-foot-high, chain link fence as a substitute to the solid wall.

Site inspection reveals that the subject property is located in an industrial
neighborhood. All adjoining uses are zoned industrial. Review of the existing
properties in the neighborhood revealed multiple outdoor storage areas of varying
intensities. Shielding of these areas is accomplished with chain link fencing, wood
fencing, and in some instances, no shielding was present.

The parcel is located on a dead end street, 63™ Avenue, creating limited passerby
traffic. Based upon the review of the above crltena it would not appear a waiverto .
allow a six-foot-high, chain link fence on 63" Avenue would adversely impact the
public interest or the adjacent property. The requested waiver would not appear to
be discriminatory considering similar situations in nearby areas.

DEVELOPMENT CONSIDERATIONS

1. If combustible material is stored in the area, the applicant must provide
access for the Fire Department.

2. Outdoor storage cannot encroach into the front yard setback on 63" Avenue.

ANNEXATION AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT made and entered into this _______ day of .
2008, by and between the CITY OF PINELLAS PARK, FLORIDA, a municipal corporation,
hereinafter called the “CITY" and PAVEL KHVOROSTOV, hereinafter called the “OWNER".
(“OWNER” is used herein for singular or plural, the singular shall include the plural, and any gender
shall include all genders, as context requires.) “CITY" and “OWNER” are hereinafter collectively
referred to as the “Parties” hereto. This Agreement shall be deemed to be entered into, dated and
effective upon its execution by the Mayor and approved by the City Attorney of Pinellas Park, after
City Council action approving of this Agreement.

WHEREAS, the OWNER fully warrants that he is the fee simple OWNER of the real property
described in Exhibit “A" attached hereto (hereinafter referred to as “Property”), which is presently
located in an unincorporated area of Pinellas County; and

WHEREAS, the Parties have determined that annexation of the Property would be beneficial
to both Parties, and the Property currently (does XX_ or does not __) meet the requirements for
voluntary annexation into the CITY as required by Florida Statutes, Chapter 171; and

WHEREAS, the OWNER desires that the Property be annexed into the municipal boundaries
of the CITY, and the CITY desires to annex the Property.

NOW, THEREFORE, FOR GOOD AND VALUABLE CONSIDERATION, receipt of which is
hereby acknowledged by both Parties, it is hereby agreed by and between the Parties as follows:

1. Al of the above recitals are incorporated herein and made a part hereof.

2 The OWNER shall forthwith execute and deliver to the CITY a Petition for Voluntary
Annexation in accordance with Florida Statutes, Chapter 171. Further, the OWNER shall, when
requested to do so by the CITY, perform all such actions as may be necessary to execute and
complete the Voluntary Annexation by the CITY of the Property. The CITY shall, after the
completion of such actions, commence the appropriate voluntary annexation proceedings.

3 Prior to annexation of the said Property by the CITY, the OWNER shall be permitted to
commence and/or to proceed with the development of the said Property in strict accordance with the
legal requirements of Pinellas County, Florida. However, upon annexation, all further or continuing
development of the said Property (regardless of when the same is commenced) shall strictly comply
with all applicable CITY ordinances, resolutions, and codes, including site plan review procedures
for each individua! structure. Nothing herein shall be construed to excuse or release OWNER from
compliance with the applicable laws, rules, and regulations of any other governmental entities,
including but not limited to legal requirements for obtaining environmental permits.

4 At the time of annexation, the CITY will convert the then-existing County zoning of R-6
and land use classification of RL to the CITY zoning of T-1 and land use classification of RL.

5 At the time of annexation of residential property into the City of Pinellas Park, the
OWNER shall contact the CITY's Utility Billing Division, within fourteen (14) days, to establish
~ustomer solid waste and recycling collection services or, where applicable, shall expeditiously notify
all renters who are responsible for establishing their own utility services of the necessity to contact

the CITY's Utility Billing Division to establish customer solid waste and recycling collection services.
Details regarding solid waste collection service days will be supplied to the contracting customer at
the time service has been established with the CITY. Also, arrangements will be made at that time
to have a recycling container delivered to the property at no charge to the customer. The recycling
containers will remain the property of the City of Pinellas Park. There will be no deposit required for
CITY utilities on owner-occupied properties.

6. Nothing in this Agreement or otherwise shall be construed as requiring the CITY to
construct or install any water or sanitary sewer lines or other improvements of any kind upon the
above-referenced Property. The OWNER shall install water or sanitary sewer lines without cost to
or reimbursement from the City.

The following constitute the special provisions herein:

7. For a period of eighteen (18) months from the date of execution of this Agreement, the
CITY shall waive all CITY land development fees, applicable for the construction of a single-famity
home on the property, estimated to be, and not to exceed, Three Thousand Dollars ($3,000.00).

The following constitute miscellaneous provisions herein:

8. The OWNER further acknowledges that this Agreement shall be recorded in the Public
Records of Pinellas County, Florida, and shall constitute a covenant running with the Property.

9. This Agreement shall be binding upon the Parties, their successors, assigns, and legal
representatives; provided, however, that nothing herein shall be construed to prevent the sale or
other transfer of the Property by OWNER or any of its successors in title subject to the provisions
hereof.

10. This document embodies the whole agreement of the Parties. There are no promises,
terms, conditions, or allegations by either Party other than those contained herein; and this
document shall supersede all previous communications, representations, and/or agreements,
whether written or verbal between the Parties hereto. This Agreement may be modified only in
writing executed by the Parties and/or their successors in title, as the case may be.
