ORDINANCE NO. 3625

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 18 (LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE) ARTICLE
9, “TECHNICAL CODES” OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF
PINELLAS PARK, FLORIDA, BY AMENDING SECTION 18-905 “SCHEDULE OF
PERMIT FEES”; AND SECTION 18-908 “REINSPECTION FEE”; PROVIDING
FOR THE INCLUSION OF SUCH AMENDED ORDINANCE IN THE CODE OF
ORDINANCES; PROVIDING FOR REPEAL OF ORDINANCES OR PARTS OF
ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH TO THE EXTENT OF SUCH CONFLICT;
PROVIDING FOR A FINDING OF CONSISTENCY WITH THE COMPREHENSIVE
PLAN; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. (LDC 2008-03)

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
PINELLAS PARK, PINELLAS COUNTY, FLORIDA, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION ONE: That Chapter 18 (Land Development Code),

Article 9 "Technical Codes" of the Code of Ordinances of the
City of Pinellas Park, Florida, is hereby amended by amending
Section 18-905 "Schedule of Permit Fees"; so that said Section
shall hereafter be and read as follows:

TECHNICAL CODES
Sec. 18-905. SCHEDULE OF PERMIT FEES.

Permit fees will be levied as hereinafter set forth. Fees for
any permit that is not specifically identified in this Section
will be levied in the same amount as the permit fee levied for
the closest comparable type of permit. The following permit fees
are hereby levied:

(A) INITIAL PLAN REVIEW FEE: When the wvaluation of the
proposed construction exceeds One Thousand Dollars
($1,000.00) and a plan review is required, the following
fee for the Initial Plan Review shall apply:

1. An Initial Plan Review fee of (i) Twenty-Five Dollars
($25.00), or (ii) one-half (1/2) of the total of the
permit fees for a one- or two-family residence,
whichever is greater.
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2. For other development, an Initial Plan Review fee of (i)
Fifty Dollars ($50.00), or (ii) one-half ( 1/2) of the
total of the permit fees for all other permits for the
development, whichever is greater.

All such Initial Plan Review fees shall be paid upon
submission of each application for a Building Permit, or
if a Building Permit is not required, upon submission of
an application for an Engineering Permit. Each Initial
Plan Review fee is in addition to the permit fee(s) for
the development.

OTHER PLAN REVIEW FEE: When electrical, plumbing,
mechanical, gas, #£irer sign, and/or engineering plans are
submitted, and an Initial Plan Review is not required and
has not been conducted by the City, then the following
fee(s) shall be charged for each such plan review:

1. An Initial Plan Review fee of (i) Twenty-Five Dollars
($25.00), or (ii) one-half (1/2) of the total of the
permit fees for a one- or two-family residence,
whichever 1is greater.

2. For other development, an Initial Plan Review fee of (i)
Fifty Dollars ($50.00), or (ii) one-half (1/2) of the
total of the permit fees for all other permits for the
development, whichever is greater.

All such other Plan Review fees shall be paid wupon
submission of each application for a permit. Each such
other Plan Review fee is in addition to the permit fee(s)
for the development.

(C)RESUBMITTAL PLAN REVIEW FEE: When a plan is redesigned

after the Initial Plan Review, or after any other plan
review, and an additional plan review 1is required, the
following fee(s) will be charged for each such resubmittal
plan review:

1. A Resubmittal Plan Review fee of (i) Twenty-Five Dollars
($25.00), or (ii) one-half (1/2) of the total of the
permit fees for a one- or two-family residence,
whichever i1s greater.

2. For other development, a Resubmittal Plan Review fee of
(i) Fifty Dollars ($50.00), or (ii) one-half ( 1/2) of
the total of the permit fees for all other permits for
the development, whichever is greater.
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All such Resubmittal Plan Review fees shall be paid upon
submission of each application for a permit. Each
Resubmittal Plan Review fee is in addition to the permit
fee(s) for the development.

(D) BUILDING PERMIT FEES: Building permit fees will be levied
in accordance with the schedule hereinafter set forth.
Building Permits shall be required for all buildings,
additions, alterations, roofing, reroofing, engineering,
fences, sheds, mobile homes, manufactured buildings,
carports, pools and spas, demolition, signs, and any other
construction. The valuation of the improvements to be
constructed shall be submitted with the building permit
application. The submitted valuation shall be not less
than the latest published &B&EE ICC Construction Valuation
Cost Schedule or local average.

(EYPERMIT FEE SCHEDULE (One and Two Family Dwellings)

Total Valuation Fee

$1,000.00 and less $25-00 50.00 minimum fee shall be charged.
