Elmer W. Logemann, owner of the property located at 4649 71st Avenue, has requested a reduction or
elimination of the $1,350 Special Hearing Master (SM) Lien No. 02-08-0397 on his property. On June 25,
2008, the Special Hearing Master recommended that SM Lien No. 02-08-0397 be reduced to the City's total
estimated cost in handling this case of $352.71, provided the reduced amount is paid by August 15, 2008.

Dear City Council Members:

At the Special Hearing Master meeting on June 25, 2008, | considered a Request for a
Reduction or Elimination of the Administrative Fine/Lien in Case No. SM 02-08-0397, against
Elmer W. Logemann and the property located at 4649 71st Avenue.

To assist me in making a recommendation, City Staff provided the following information:

Special Hearing Master Lien No. SM 02-08-0397 commenced on March 14, 2008, and
ran for 54 days at $25 per day for a total lien amount of $1,350. The City’s estimated
administrative costs in handling this case is $352.71.

I received the following information from the applicant, Eimer Logemann (property owner), at the
meeting:

The violations were caused by a tenant. The tenant was bipolar, pregnant, and had a
small child so Mr. Logemann did not want to throw them out on the street. Mr.
Logemann evicted them as soon as he could, and immediately brought the property into
compliance. Mr. Logemann kept in contact with City Staff and attended all hearings
pertaining to this property. He requested the City eliminate, or reduce this lien.

Based on all the information received, | made the following recommendation:

That the Administrative Fine/Lien in Case No. SM 02-08-0397 be reduced to the amount
of $352.71, subject to said amount being paid by cash or certified check by August 15,
2008, and if said amount is not paid by the date specified, the Administrative Fine/Lien
will automatically revert back to the original amount of $1,350.

E. GENERAL BUSINESS
21. APPEAL OF ADMINISTRATIVE FINE — CASE NO. 02-08-0397

At the April 23, 2008, Special Hearing Master Meeting, an Administrative Fine in the
amount of $25 per day was assessed against Elmer W. Logemann, and the
property located at 4649 71st Avenue. The fine ran for 54 days at $25 per day, fora
total lien amount of $1,350.

On May 22, 2008, Eimer Logemann submitted an application requesting the lien
amount be reduced or eliminated. He was present to discuss his request with the
Special Hearing Master.

Mr. Logemann stated the violations were caused by his tenant. The tenant was
pregnant, had a one year old child, and was bipolar. He served her with an eviction
notice and as soon as she left, he immediately cleaned up the property. He stated
he kept in constant contact with Specialist Larrison. He submitted seven (7)
photographs into evidence showing what the property looked like. He requested the
lien be eliminated or reduced because he cleaned up the property as soon as he
was able to get inside.

Specialist Larrison recommended the lien amount be eliminated, or reduced to the
City's cost.

Special Hearing Master Clyde made a recommendation to be forwarded to City
Council, that in Case No. 02-08-0397 against Elmer Logemann, reducing the
Administrative Fine assessed in said case, against said violator, to the sum of
$352.71, subject to said amount being paid by cash or check on or before August 15,
2008, and that if said amount is not paid on or before said date, the Administrative
fine will automatically revert back to the original amount of $1,350.

Meeting was adjourned at 6:42 P.M.

“ SUBJECT: Condemnation Procedures for the Eugene Weaver Property, 5650 92" Avenue

BACKGROUND: The property is in violation of Land Development Code Section 18-915 Designation of

Dangerous Structures and Legal Procedures for Condemnation due to a fire on November 16, 2007.

(A) Dangerous Structures: Any building, structure, dwelling, or dwelling unit found to have any of the

following defects shall be deemed to be a Dangerous Structure and shall be condemned as unfit for human

habitation and declared to be a nuisance and shall be so designated and posted by the Building Development

Division:

1. One which is unsafe, unsanitary, or unfit for human habitation.
2. One which is so damaged, decayed, dilapidated, or vermin-infested that it creates a serious hazard to
the health or safety of the occupants or of the public.

One which lacks illumination, ventilation, or sanitation facilities adequate to protect the health or

safety of the occupants or of the public.

4. One which constitutes a fire hazard, or does not provide adequate egress that it creates a serious
hazard to the health or safety of the occupants or of the public.

5. One which is otherwise dangerous to human life or which in relation to existing use constitutes a
hazard to safety by reason of inadequate maintenance, dilapidation, obsolescence, or abandonment, or
other such inadequacies as determined by the Building Development Division.

(B)  Any such Dangerous Structure having one or more of the above listed defects shall be declared illegal and

shall be condemned as unfit for habitation. The Dangerous Structure shall be brought into compliance by either

repair and rehabilitation or by demolition in accordance with the procedure described hereafier.
