ORDINANCE NO. 3694. AMENDING CHAPTER 12 (HEALTH AND
SANITATION), ARTICLE | - PROHIBITED CONDITIONS

PUBLIC HEARING, SECOND AND FINAL READING

NOTE: Chapter 12 (Health and Sanitation), Article I — Prohibited Conditions,
Section 12-109 “Maintenance of structures, infrastructure and improvements”, is
being amended by creating a new subsection. Subsection (C) will require that all
infrastructure and improvements, public or private, shall be maintained, kept
structurally sound and bear no evidence of excessive deterioration or of
obstruction; including but not limited to: water lines, sanitary sewer lines,
stormwater drainage, retention ponds, detention ponds, ditches, swales,
driveways, driveway aprons, roads, alleys or other legal access. Subsection (C)
will also presume that a public nuisance exists when one (1) or more of the
aforesaid conditions exist.

Commissioners and other local governments within the County. The US
Department of Justice is requiring a joint application from all eligible entities
within the County. This grant will be administered by the Pinellas County
Sheriff’s Office on behalf of law enforcement agencies throughout the County.
The funds are to be used for qualifying law enforcement programs and equipment
purchases. This joint grant application requests $23,342 for use by the Pinellas
Park Police Department for the purchase of six in-car video cameras for its Patrol
Section. Any additional matching funds required to purchase the cameras would
be funded from the Police Department’s Confiscated Property Fund. This
authorizes the Mayor, City Manager and Police Chief to execute the
Memorandum of Understanding for this joint grant application.

EPISCOPAL CHURCH, INC. FOR A PORTION OF CITY-OWNED
PROPERTY TO BE USED TO CREATE AFFORDABLE HOUSING FOR
LOW INCOME AND VERY LOW INCOME ELDERLY PERSONS
UNDER HUD’S SECTION 202 PROGRAM

NOTE: The City is proposing to enter into a lease with St. Giles Manor Il, Inc.
and the St. Giles Episcopal Church, Inc. for a portion of City-owned property in
order to increase the availability of decent housing for low income and very low
income elderly under HUD’S section 202 Program by providing access to housing
for such persons at affordable prices through the long term leasing of land under
the housing.

The lease would be for a period of 80 years with annual rent in the amount of One
Dollar ($1.00). The Lessee would construct the building using grant funds from
HUD.

Simultaneously with the construction of the apartments by the Lessees, the
Lessees shall construct, at the Lesseces’ expense, a new Senior Citizens
Center/Annex on property adjacent to the property being leased by the Lessor to
the Lessees in a minimum gross building size of 4,368 square feet. Upon issuance
of a Certificate of Occupancy by the City for the Senior Citizens Center/Annex,
the City will execute a Sublease of Improvements for the Senior Citizens
Center/Annex for the same 80 year term as the lease with St. Giles Manor I, Inc.
and the St. Giles Episcopal Church, Inc.

Once the HUD Instruments of Security no longer secure the Senior Citizens
Center/Annex, the City will execute an Option to Partially Release or Terminate
Ground Lease as to the Senior Citizens Center/Annex parcel with St. Giles Manor
I1, Inc. and St. Giles Episcopal Church, Inc.

ACTION: (Approve - Deny) Authorization for the City Manager to sign a
Ground Lease Agreement, a Sublease of Improvements and an Option to Partially
