The contact also afforded the
City, at its discretion, the right to extend the contract for up to three (3) additional two (2) year
periods. The City's annual cost per calendar year is $62,000.00, including out-of-pocket expenses not
to exceed $2,000.00 per calendar year to be charged to account #001-111-5-517-62.

) THIS AGREEMENT was originally made and en~Into on the '1.":h._ da~ of
~.M veu ~ ~~ 2003, by and between the City. of PmeUas Park, a Flonda m.uniclpal

corporation (CITY) and Ronald L. Book) Esquire C'BOOK"), an attorney and member of the
Florida BaI, doing business as Ronald t. Book" P.A.

The purpose of this Agreement is to pt'Ovide for the City to retain t.J.:te professional services of
BOOK for coordination of thl~ City'i~ lep)slative relations an.d for lobbying requirements, as
described inparagraphH herein below.

BOOK shall provide all necessary legislative relations ~md lobbying services in any jurisdiction
to the City of Pinellas Pat'k~ induding advising the City Council and the City Attorney of any
new legislation that may affect the City, Such services shall include work for the purposes of
securing funds and grants for various purposes from State, Federal and other sourcesj promoting
intergovernmental cooperation in achieving the CITY'S objective, seew'iug funds and grants for
parks and recreation purposes, crime prevention, economic development, tourism, beautification,
traffic and streetscape improvel1lent~ beach renourisrunent and other purposes. BOOK shall
regularly report the status of his effOl'ts to the City Council.
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.For all professional services provided by BOOK hereunder as described in paragraph II, the
CITY shaH pay BOOK annual compensation of Forty.Eight Thousand and No/IOO ($48,000.00)
Donars for calendar year 2003. This compensation is to be pald at a monthly rate of Four
Thousand and No/iOO($4,000.00) Dollars, .

~ IV. EFFECTIVE DAT~E, llURA1.'ION

This Agreement shalt be effective the 5th day of January) 20039 and shall be in effect for two (2)
years. The City, at its discretion, has the right to extend this Agreement for up to three (3)
additional two (2) year periods.

Either party hereto~at its discretion, may te:nninate this contract at any time, upon thirty (30)
days' advance written notice to ttw other. In rl'H) event of such tel1uination. t.he CITY sha.ll be
obliga.ted for costs incurred prior to <lhetermination notice.

BOOK shaH not be prohibited from representing 01' providing the like services to other persons
and entities besides CITY~ so long as BOOK, shaH avoid any represeiltation or relation which
would create a conflict of interest. as d(~temlil1edby tIle City Counci1~ City Manager and the City
Attorney. Further, BOOK shaH not take on any clh,nt or matter that wouldjeopatdize BOOK's
ability to devote time, resources and effbrt necl~ssary to fhlfill to CITY hereunder.

BOOK shan carry lawyer's profbssionul malpractice insurance or other form ofinsurance, which
shaH provide coverage of not leS!~ tJum Five Hundred Thonsand and No/JOO ($500,000.00)
Dollars,

BOOK shall be reimbursed by CITY for reasonable costs, including travel expenses. telephone,
copy fees, federal express and postage. Such eosin shall not exceed Two Thousand and No/lOO
($2,OOa.OO) Dollars on an annuullx<lsi,;1 t~~)r<:alendar year 2003,
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This Contract embodies the whole agreement of the parties. There are no promises, terms.
conditions or allegations other than those contained herein and this document shall supercede aU
previous cOlnmunications~ repl'esentation:~ audio! agreements) whether written or verbal, between
the parties hereto.
