AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 18, SECTION 18-1503.3, LAND
DEVELOPMENT CODE OF THE CITY OF PINELLAS PARK CODE OF ORDINANCES
AND CITY ZONING MAP BY REZONING A CERTAIN PARCEL OF LAND
GENERALLY LOCATED AT 3791 118™ AVENUE AND MORE PARTICULARLY
DESCRIBED IN EXHIBIT "A", WHICH IS ATTACHED HERETO AND MADE A
PART THEREOF; FROM “IH” HEAVY INDUSTRIAL TO “IH” HEAVY
INDUSTRIAL WITH AN ™“IPUD” INDUSTRIAL PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT
OVERLAY AND ADOPTING A MASTER PLAN AND SUPPORTING DOCUMENTATION
FOR AN ™“IPUD” INDUSTRIAL PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT OVERLAY;
IMPOSING CONDITIONS OF DEVELOPMENT; CERTIFYING CONSISTENCY WITH
THE CITY'S ADOPTED COMPREHENSIVE PLAN; PROVIDING FOR REPEAL OF
ORDINANCES OR PARTS OF ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH TO THE
EXTENT OF SUCH CONFLICT; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. (PUD
2010-01)

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF PINELLAS PARK, PINELLAS COUNTY, FLORIDA, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION ONE: That the following described property

generally located at 3791 118™ Avenue, lying within Section 10,
Township 30 South, Range 16 East, is hereby rezoned from "IH"
Heavy Industrial District to “IH” Heavy Industrial District with
an “IPUD” Industrial Planned Unit Development overlay:

THAT PARCEL LEGALLY DESCRIBED 1IN EXHIBIT "A" WHICH IS
ATTACHED HERETO AND MADE A PART HEREOQOF.

For purposes of Section 18-1508, "IPUD" Industrial Planned
Unit Development, the "IH” Heavy Industrial Zoning District
shall be considered to be the underlying zoning on the
aforementioned property at the time of rezoning hereby to "IPUD"

Industrial Planned Unit Development.
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SECTION TWO: That the Master Plan and  Supporting

Documentation for the Industrial Park, an “IPUD” Industrial
Planned Unit Development, are adopted for the purpose of
controlling development on the 2.503 acres MOL parcel of land
generally located at 3791 118" Avenue, and more particularly

described as follows:

THAT PARCEL LEGALLY DESCRIBED IN EXHIBIT "A" WHICH IS
ATTACHED HERETO AND MADE A PART HEREOF.

SECTION THREE: That the following attached EXHIBIT “B”

shall be controlling as to the development of said industrial
development, and is adopted as part of this Ordinance as:

EXHIBIT “B”- MASTER PLAN
and, that the following conditions of approval be adopted:

1. Minimum setbacks shall be as illustrated on the “IPUD”
Industrial Planned Unit Development Master  Plan
(Exhibit “B”) dated August 10, 2009.

2. Criteria assigned to subdivision in notes on submitted
Site Plan, revised 8/10/2009, shall be accepted as
governing regulations for the development. All
regulations not addressed shall revert to Code 1in
effect at the time of “IPUD” Industrial Planned Unit
Development adoption.

3. The applicant shall be required to provide payment for
56 trees; 11 canopy, 17 intermediate and 28
understory, along with 452 hedge plants. The waiver
shall not be in effect until such monies are deposited
into the City’s “Tree Bank” account or consistent with
Section 18-1512.3, Certificate of Occupancy, a
temporary Certificate of Occupancy may be issued by
the Building Official and shall not become final until
final payment of said monies is deposited into the
“Tree Bank” account.
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SECTION FOUR: That the City Council does hereby certify

that this Ordinance is consistent with the City's Comprehensive
Plan and elements thereof adopted pursuant to the Local
Government Comprehensive Planning and Land Development
Regulation Act.

SECTION FIVE: The City Zoning Map is hereby amended to

conform with the provisions of this Ordinance.

SECTION SIX: That all Ordinances, or parts of Ordinances in

conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance be, and they are
hereby repealed insofar as the same affect this Ordinance.

SECTION SEVEN: This Ordinance shall become effective

immediately upon its final passage and adoption.

PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION MINUTES
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Mr. Joe Aukstikalnis: 6051 78t Avenue, Zoning Coordinator for Pinellas Park. The applicants are
requesting approval to rezone from “IH" Heavy Industrial to “IH" Heavy Industrial with an “IPUD”
Industrial Planned Unit Development overlay and Adoption of a Master Plan for the development of a
“Motor Freight Terminal” for a parcel of land generally located at 3791 118th Avenue. The applicants
also are requesting a variance to lot coverage from 75% to 90% and a waiver to all landscape
requirements.

Subject to any matters that may be discussed at this hearing, staff has not identified any
inconsistencies with the Comprehensive Plan. The proposal should have no adverse effect on
adopted levels of service for City infrastructure.

Surrounding land uses are: to the north, Wyoming Antelope Club; to the south, Preferred Concrete; to
the east, Big Three Auto Parts; and to the west, unoccupied Industrial Property.

PROPONENTS

Mr. Housh Ghovaee: Northside Engineering, 300 S. Beicher Road, Clearwater and was sworn in at
this time. | am here representing Mr. Adams, the owner of the property and business. The project has
some cleaning up to do that is why we are bringing it before this Board to change the zoning to PUD.
We will be glad to answer any questions.

Mr. DeLong: Can you find any place out there to do some landscaping?

Mr. Ghovaee: The project itself is an impervious surface. The business is a trucking company.
Everything currently exists. We are just trying to do some clean-up work. Usually landscaping is when
you are abutting a street.

Mr. DeLong: | understand that, but landscaping is part of the Code. A percentage is supposed to be
green space.

Mr. Ghovaee: This is not a new site where | have a brand new green space that we are building from
scratch. We are trying to maintain what exists. If it would please the Board, we can plant a few palm
trees.

Mr. Aukstikalnis: The only area available for green space is to the north and the eastern border of the
property. | would like to remind the Commission that most of the area north of 118t Avenue was
landfill, so the survival rate of plantings would be in question. Soil excavation with new soil being
placed in the ground to support any landscaping would have to be done.
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Mr. Long: That is the reason you put the number three condition in there, is that correct?

Mr. Aukstikalnis: Yes, that is a requirement approved by City Council and changed to an ordinance. If
awaiver to landscaping is granted to any application, that application must now pay in the cost of that
buffer to the.City, including labor, materials, anything that would have been required to install that
buffer and that gets placed into the “Tree Bank.” That money is used to place trees along rights-of-
way and on public property.

Mr. Long: So basically he is putting greenery somewhere else?

Mr. Aukstikalnis: Yes, that was the purpose of City Council to change that ordinance. They felt that
money could benefit the City in other ways.

Mr. Shelley: So is it my understanding that if he is going to put money into the “Tree Bank’, he does
not need to put palm Trees out front?

Mr. Aukstikalnis: Yes, if the waiver is approved, then that will be the case.
Mr. Ghovaee: The number of trees would be required would be worked out between the staff and us?

Mr. Aukstikalnis: Staff has already calculated the number of trees. Cost is up to the applicant. If he
has a source, a certified estimate would have to be provided to the City. That estimate would have to
be signed and sealed by an Engineer, a Landscape Architect or a certified Arborist. It would have to
illustrate everything that would be required by Code. In the way of the number of trees, hedges,
stakes, labor, all inclusive.

Mr. Ghovaee: How many trees are you proposing?

Mr. Aukstikalnis: Currently it is calculated at 56 trees based on perimeter landscaping as well as
interior green along with 452 hedge plants.

Mr. Ghovaee: We need to work something out, fifty some odd trees are just too many.

Mr. DeLong: Thatis why | brought this up in the first place. You have 56 trees, 11 are canopy, 17 are
intermediate and 28 are understory along with 452 hedge plants. If you found a place for a few trees
and a little bit of landscaping, you would not have to do that.

Mr. Ghovaee: We would be glad to do that, but with today's economy let us just consider that. Mr.
Adams cannot afford to spend that kind of money on those trees. We will be willing to reduce it.

Mr. Aukstikalnis: There is no waiver to the waiver requirements. The ordinance reads now, “If you are
approved the waiver, the monies have to be placed in the “Tree Bank” for the number of trees that
would have been required by Code.” You cannot ask the number of trees be reduced. | must remind
the Commission as well as the applicant, that planting of landscaping will also require a full irrigation
system on site.
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Mr. Ghovaee: So this Board does not have the authority to waive the landscaping?

Mr. Aukstikalnis: They have the authority to waive the landscaping but not the amount of trees based
on Code requirements. The applicant requested a waiver to all landscaping requirements. The
number of trees calculated by Staff is based on Code requirements for perimeters as well as interior
greens. That is the number of trees that if the applicant met Landscaping Codes would be planted.
There is only two ways to go with this, either provide the money for the trees or plant the trees. If the
applicant is willing to plant some of the trees, the waiver would be modified based on the number of
trees that could be planted on site.

Mr. Ghovaee: Can this Board give us some time? Maybe Mr. Adams can think about this.
Ms. Karn: According to this, the waiver shall not be in effect until such monies are deposited.

Mr. Aukstikalnis: The case is not actually approved until the money is collected and deposited.
Council gives approval for the PUD condition upon the City receiving money, because the PUD does
have a time frame associated with it.

Mr. Ghovaee: This Board does not have the authority to set up a structured payment?

Mr. Aukstikalnis: A structured payment may be able to be made because this is a fee paid directly to
the City. This payment would have to be paid in full; however, | don't believe there is anything in Code
that says it cannot be paid on a structured payment. The Board can determine the number of
payments.

Mr. Ghovaee: Normally, when you have a clean slate, you start with a site plan. This is an existing
situation but if we are improving a portion of this property, | can understand assessing a certain
percentage of the site to be landscaped but not the entire four acres. If you would, maybe you can put
it in your motion that the landscaping will be as approved by Council.

Mr. Aukstikalnis: If the Commission wished to leave the decision up to Council, they can approve the
PUD as written with the consideration that the monies will be paid for the total number of trees and
turn this over to City Council for the final decision.

Mr. DeLong: s the tree and hedge number based just on this area?
Mr. Aukstikalnis: Just this area.
Ms. Karn: Why is this case being brought before us?

Mr. Aukstikalnis: There are some considerations out there. There was some work that was done that
needs to be addressed in regards to setbacks, variances, and lot coverage. This will allow the
business to continue out there and to allow the applicant to straighten out the issues that are there.
Most of the issues are Building Department related and can be overcome. Itis the length of time that
this has gone on out there without City knowledge that causes difficulties. This is the first step in
getting the property legal.
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Mr. Frank Adams: 14985 Newport Road, Clearwater. There is nothing out there except junk yards on
both sides of me and one empty lot next to me. There is no other landscaping out there.

Zoning/Development History:

The parcel was annexed into the City of Pinellas Park in 1985, via Ordinance
No.1500. It was part of a 10 acre parcel of land that was platted as part of
the Pinellas Groves Plat of 1912. The parcel was subdivided prior to
annexation; therefore it does not meet the City’s subdivision requirements.

Site Characteristics:

The site is currently developed with six structures; a 3,000 square foot (sf)
truck repair structure, a 1,400 sf open sided metal building, a 250 sf storage
building, a 600 sf modular office, a 200 sf caretakers dwelling, and a 375 sf
shed. The majority of the site is covered with concrete, gravel, and asphalt.
There is very little beneficial greenspace and no trees are located on the site.

. MASTER PLAN REVIEW

A

Ingress and egress to the development and proposed structures and all with
particular reference to automotive and pedestrian safety, separation of
automotive traffic and control, provision of services and servicing of utilities
and refuse collection and accesses in case of fire, catastrophe and
emergency.

Analysis: Ingress and egress to the site is provided from 118" Avenue via an
existing 20-feet-wide, paved, ingress/egress easement through the adjoining
southern property. Ingress and egress to the development appears to
provide adequate room for employee, customer and truck traffic as well as
servicing of utilities and refuse collection and accesses in case of fire.
Sidewalks are provided on 118" Avenue. There are no internal sidewalks,
nor are they required in the Industrial Zoning Districts. No dumpsters are
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located on site.

Traffic impacts are as follows:

3. Level of Service:

118" Avenue LOS “B” No change

Location and relationship of off-street parking and off-street loading facilities
to driveways and internal traffic patterns within the proposed development
with particular reference to automotive and pedestrian safety, traffic flow
and control, access in case of fire or catastrophe, and screening and
landscaping.

Analysis: The Master Plan provides parking spaces per Code requirements.
Code requires 16 spaces based on uses as depicted on Master Plan. Of
those 16 spaces,

one is shown to be an accessible parking space. The majority of the site is
paved and is utilized for truck and trailer parking and storage. Drive aisles
are not clearly defined on the plan, however, since the site is utilized by large
trucks the majority of the paved surface is used for maneuvering. The
location of off-street parking spaces to internal traffic patterns appears to be
adequate in regard to automotive and pedestrian safety, traffic flow and
control, and access in case of fire or catastrophe.

Sufficiency of setbacks, screens, buffers and general amenities to preserve
internal and external harmony and compatibility with uses inside and outside
the proposed development and to control adverse noise, lights, dust, fumes,
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and other nuisances.

Analysis: PUD regulations provide for flexibility of setbacks subject to certain
criteria, such as: character of the surrounding land, impact on abutting
development, and nature of proposed development.

Setbacks proposed for the existing structures are:

Front - 25 feet,
Rear - 2 feet
Sides:
West - 1 foot
East - 5 feet

Setbacks as proposed appear to be adequate considering the industrial
nature of the adjacent properties. Any further building construction shall meet
Code setbacks.

Drainage on the property with particular reference to the effect of provisions
for drainage on adjacent and nearby properties and the use of on-site
retention systems City Council may grant approval, subject to approval by
the City Manager, or his designee, of a drainage plan as required by the City
Drainage Code.

Analysis: There are no retention areas illustrated on the Master Plan.
Drainage will be addressed during Final Site Plan review, and will be required
to meet City and Southwest Florida Water Management District (SWFWMD)
standards.

Available and compatibility of hook-in locations between the project and
necessary utilities.

Analysis: Existing infrastructure for water and sewer services is adequate
and reasonably available to meet the needs of the site. The site is currently
not serviced by City utilities.

Signs, if any, and proposed exterior lighting with reference to glare, traffic
safety, economic effects, and compatibility and harmony with adjacent
properties.

Analysis: There is no sighage depicted on the site plan, nor any on site. Any
future signage will have to meet the requirements of Article 6 of the Land
Development Code. Lighting is not depicted on the plan. Any future lighting
will need to meet the requirements of the Land Development Code.
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Orientation and location of buildings, recreational facilities and open space in
relation to the physical characteristics of the site, the character of the
neighborhood and the appearance and harmony of the building with adjacent
development surrounding landscape.

Analysis: The buildings are located along the north and west boundaries.
Orientations of the buildings differ between each individual location. Open
space is concentrated along the east and north property boundaries. These
areas are mostly grass and weed filled areas with no desirable vegetation.
Outdoor storage areas/maneuvering areas are proposed on the majority of
the site. These areas are finished with asphalt and concrete. The
development appears to be compatible with the character of the neighboring
industrial properties. No recreational facilities are planned or expected since
there is no residential component to this "IPUD".

Proximity, relationship and compatibility of existing and proposed
surrounding land use.

Analysis: The surrounding uses are all heavy industrial. There should be no
compatibility issues between the adjoining properties.

General amenities, included as part of the development, complement the
character of the surrounding area.

Analysis: N/A

Treatment and location of handling of solid waste disposal.

Analysis: The plan does not illustrate any dumpsters. Waste disposal will be
addressed during Final Site Plan review, and will be required to meet City

standards.

Landscaping and preservation of natural or man-made features of the site
including trees and other vegetation.

Analysis: Landscape plans have not been submitted with this application, as
a waiver has been requested to all landscape requirements. See Section IV
for discussion.

WAIVERS

In any case where the strict application of the regulations of the Land Development
Code present an undue hardship, City Council may waive, in whole or in part, one or
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more of the special requirements imposed. In determining whether such special
requirements should be wholly or partially waived, City Council shall consider the
following criteria:

*

The purpose of the requirement is otherwise fully achieved, or more
important purposes of this Ordinance or the Comprehensive Plan will be
served thereby, or the requirement serves no valid public purpose in the
particular case.

The waiver is consistent with the statement of intent of the applicable zoning
district and this Ordinance.

The waiver will not adversely impact on the public interest or on adjacent

property and all necessary alternative measures shall be taken by the
applicant to prevent any such impact.

The size, configuration, and/or natural features of the property involved
present a hardship on the development of the property.

The waiver is not discriminatory, considering similar situations in the general
area and in past decisions under this Ordinance.

WAIVER TO LANDSCAPE REQUIREMENTS.

Section 18-1512, Landscaping Regqulations, requires development,
installation and maintenance of landscaped pervious areas on developing
sites.

Analysis: As stated in this report, the site was developed without permits. No
provisions for landscaping were provided. In order to provide landscaping per
Code requirements, major renovations/demolition would need to be
performed. The applicant is requesting a waiver to all landscape
requirements of Code. Fifty-six trees and 452 hedge plants would be
eliminated by this request and the applicant would be required to provide
payment for the trees and hedges into the City’s Tree Bank Fund upon
approval of the waiver.

VARIANCES

In any case where the strict application of the requirements of this Article present an
undue hardship, City Council may waive in whole or in part, one or more of the
requirements imposed under said Article. In no case shall any required landscape
area or strip be eliminated in its entirety. To determine whether such requirements
shall be wholly or partially waived, City Council shall consider the following criteria:

Character of the immediately surrounding development; size of parcel; configuration
and natural features of the land to be developed; adequacy of off-site
improvements; traffic impacts; and nature of the proposed development. (Ord.
2556-02.25.99)

All variances approved by City Council shall be delineated on the Master Plan. (Ord.
2556-02.25.99)

A VARIANCE TO LOT COVERAGE FROM 75% TO 90%.

Section 18-1506.24(D)3 allows a maximum lot coverage of 76%. The
submitted site plan illustrates approximately 90% lot coverage.

Analysis: The majority of the site is paved with either concrete, asphalt or
other combination of impervious materials. The vast expanse of paved area
is needed in order to provide maneuvering room for the trucks and trailers
associated with the business on site, ATL Trucking. As developed, the site
coverage is approximately 90%.

DEVELOPMENT CONSIDERATIONS

1. All development within the "IPUD" shall be done in conformance with the
adopted Master Plan and the City of Pinellas Park Land Development Code.

2. The developer shall provide such documents as referenced in Section 18-
1508(E) relative to unified control and assurance related to completion of the
project.

3. Any signage will have to be consistent with Article 6 of the City’s Land
Development Code.

4. The Final Site Plan must be submitted to the Building Division for review.
Construction of the proposed improvements must begin within one year of
approval of the Master Plan.
