BACKGROUND: The applicant is requesting a rezoning from “B-1” General Commercial District to “CH”
Heavy Commercial District or a zoning classification of a lesser intensity as identified by Chapter 18, Land
Development Code, of the City of Pinellas Park for a 3.718 acre parcel of land generally located at 8610 66"
Street. The Future Land Use Plan Map designation for this site is Commercial General (CG), which is consistent
with both commercial zoning districts. This site was annexed into the City in 1998. In 1999, City Council
approved an amendment to the annexation agreement, which provided a site plan and directed the City to rezone
this property to “CH” Heavy Commercial for the construction of “Warehouses, storage, mini-warehouses and
wholesaling establishments”. Subject to any matters that may be discussed at the hearing, staff has not identified
any inconsistencies with the Comprehensive Plan. The proposal should have no adverse effect on adopted levels
of service for City infrastructure. At their meeting of November 6, 2008, the Planning and Zoning Commission
recommended APPROV AL of the rezoning based on the “Responses of Relevant Considerations for Rezoning.”
The Relevant Considerations found that:

1. The rezoning is consistent with the City’s Comprehensive Plan.

2. The rezoning would not adversely affect the neighborhood.

The abutting Zoning Districts are: to the north, “CH” Heavy Commercial and “C-2” General Retail Commercial
and Limited Services Districts (County); to the south, “P” Public and “C-2” General Retail Commercial and
Limited Services Districts (County); to the east, “B-1” General Commercial District; and to the west, “P” Public
District.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 18, SECTION 18-1503.3, LAND

SECTION THREE: The City Zoning Map is hereby amended to
vconform with the provisions of this Ordinance.

SECTION FOUR: That all Ordinances, or parts of Ordinances in
conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance be, and they are
hereby repealed insofar as the same affect this Ordinance.

SECTION FIVE: That this Ordinance shall become effective

immediately upon its final passage and adoption.

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Il. SITE AND VICINITY CHARACTERISTICS

A.

Zoning/Development History

This site was annexed into the City on October 22, 1998, via Ordinance
2527. City Council approved a site plan as part of the Annexation
Agreement for the development of a “Secure Climate Controlled Storage
Facility”, a Conditional Use in the “B-1" General Commercial District. On
September 23, 1999, City Council approved an amendment to the
Annexation Agreement, which provided a revised site plan and for the City
to rezone this site from “B-1" General Commercial to “CH” Heavy
Commercial for the construction of “Warehouses, storage, mini-
warehouses and wholesaling establishments”, a Conditional Use the “CH”
Heavy Commercial District. The applicant is proposing to develop this site
in three phases. Permits issued for the construction of Phase 1 were:
Permit No. 1999-950, for clearing and grubbing of the land and for the
construction of the retention pond; and Permit No. 1999-2067, for the
construction of a 20,400 square feet, metal building and related paved
vehicular use area. Permit No. 2007-2905 was issued for the construction
of Phase Il, a 23,000 square feet, metal building addition and expansion of
the paved vehicular use area. A Unity of Title tying the three lots together
was submitted under case No. MS 2008-2. On December 13, 2007, City
Council denied case No. MS 2008-4 for an appeal to a denial of a
Covenant Running with the Land to delay the construction of a sidewalk
along 86" Avenue.

Site Characteristics:

The site is currently under redevelopment for the construction of a 23,000
square feet, metal building addition located on the west side of an existing
20,400 square feet metal building and for the expansion of the paved
vehicular use area. A retention pond is located on the southwest corner of
the site adjacent to 86" Avenue.

Whether the available uses to which the property may be put are
appropriate to the property under accepted planning practices in question
and compatible with existing Land Uses and planned uses in the area.

Analysis: The Annexation Agreement provided a site plan and for the City
to rezone the property to “CH” Heavy Commercial Zoning District for the
construction of “Warehouses, storage, mini-warehouses and wholesaling
establishments”. This property is bounded by commercial, heavy
commercial, residential and public/semi-public uses. There are a number
of sites along 66™ Street with “CH” zoning designations including two

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" abutting properties to the north. This proposed rezoning to “CH” Heavy
Commercial appears consistent with 'surrounding uses and compatible
with the existing land uses and planned uses in the area.

Whether the numerical and dimensional development requirements, which
govern the development of the property, will sufficiently safeguard the
integrity and character of the area.

Analysis: The “CH” Heavy Commercial District provides sufficient setbacks
to govern the development of the property, a minimum front yard setback
of 20 feet, secondary front yard setback of 20 feet, and side yard setback
of 5 feet. All lots under development and/or redevelopment shall comply
with Landscaping Regulations. These numerical and dimensional
development requirements would appear to sufficiently safeguard the
integrity and character of the abutting properties and the surrounding area.

Whether the amendment will constitute a grant of special privilege to an
individual owner. :

Analysis: The proposed rezoning does not appear to constitute a grant of
special privilege to an individual owner since City Council directed the
applicant to apply for the rezoning at the time the Annexation Agreement
was amended.

Whether there are adequate provisions for water supply, sanitary sewers,
drainage, and sewage treatment within the service area involved.

Analysis: The proposed district boundaries are appropriately drawn with
regard to classification of streets, ownership lines and existing
improvements. The proposed district boundaries will observe the limits of
the property and adjacent streets to the centerline.

Analysis: The proposed rezoning of this parcel to “CH” Heavy Commercial
is necessary to bring the proposed wholesale use into compliance with the
zoning district regulations of the Land Development Code, as well as
satisfying a stipulation of the Annexation Agreement.

Whether the site is in an area of Special Flood Hazard and will it impact
hurricane evacuation.

Analysis: The site is located in a Special Flood Hazard Area. The western
portion of the property is in Flood Zone AE. The remaining property is
located in Flood Zone X. However, rezoning the parcel from “B-1” General
Commercial to “CH” Heavy Commercial should not impact hurricane
evacuation.

Whether the proposed zone change will be likely to have an adverse effect
on the existing natural environment and natural resources.

Analysis: Pinellas County Soil Survey* Maps indicated that the soil series
which underlay this site are EauGallie soils and Urban land.

The Engineer of record shall evaluate these soil series and their limitations
upon the construction of building foundations and/or street and vehicular

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5. At the time of annexation of developed commercial property into the City of Pinellas
Park. the business occupant(s) shall, within seven (7) days, contact the CITY to contract for solid
waste service with the CITY's Utility Billing Division. Should a business have an existing contract
with a waste disposal company other than the CITY's contracted waste disposal company, said
contract must be submitted to the CITY’s Utility Billing Division. Upon the earliest lawful expiration
of the commercial business's existing contract with its waste disposal company, or upon the earliest
lawful termination of said contract, whichever first occurs, said business shall immediately notify the
CITY's Utility Billing Division of the same, whereupon said business shall immediately contract with
the CITY’s solid waste collection service for solid waste service.

6. Nothing in this agreement or otherwise shall be construed as requiring the CITY to
construct or install any water or sanitary sewer lines or other improvements of any kind upon the
above-referenced Property. The OWNER(S) shall install water or sanitary sewer lines without cost
to or reimbursement from the CITY.

7. OWNER(S) will construct and install a lift station on the Property in adherence with the
specifications of the CITY Sewer Division. OWNER(S) will connect said lift station to the forced
sewer main on 86th Avenue North.

8. CITY shall reimburse the OWNER(S) fifty percent (50%) of the purchase price of the
above stated lift station or an amount not to exceed Two Thousand Five Hundred Dollars
($2,500.00), whichever is the lesser amount. Reimbursement shall occur after the installation of
said lift station on the Property, inspection of same by the CITY, connection to the 86th Avenue
North forced main, and approval by the CITY for the activation of the said lift station.

9. CITY shall waive the One Hundred Seventy Dollar ($170.00) sewer connection fee for
the OWNER to connect the said lift station to the 86th Avenue North forced main.

10. CITY shall approve a varience, permitting OWNER(S) to maintain a twenty seven (27)
foot setback (as defined in Section 18-1502.2 of the Land Development Code) from 66th Street to
the landscape buffer at the east side of the first of three contiguous buildings. The CITY shall allow
the OWNER(S) sign to be placed in the Ilandscape buffer area.

11. The CITY shall approve the OWNER(S) site plan, Exhibit “B", attached hereto and
made a part hereof and incorporated herein by reference.

12. Concurrently with the delivery by OWNER(S) of a Petition for Voluntary Annexation,
OWNER(S) shall apply with the CITY to use the real property described in Exhibit “A” as a “climate
controlled storage facility” conditional use, to permit such uses as are depicted in in Exhibit “B”
attached hereto.

13. CiTY shall grant a waiver to OWNER(S) for the construction of a Caretaker Dwelling
(as per Ordinance 2180) for a “climate controlled storage facility” conditional use.
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14. The OWNER(S) further acknowledge(s) that this Agreement shall be recorded in the
Public Records of Pinellas County, Florida, and shall constitute a covenant running with the
Property.

15. This Agreement shall be binding upon the Parties, their successors, assigns, and legal
representatives; provided, however, that nothing herein shall be construed to prevent the sale or
other transfer of the Property by OWNER(S) or any of its successors in title subject to the provisions

hereof.
16. This document embodies the whole agreement of the Parties. There are no promises,

terms, conditions, or allegations by either Party, other than those contained herein; and this
document shall supersede all previous communications, representations, and/or agreements,
whether written or verbal between the Parties hereto. This Agreement may be modified only in
writing executed by the Parties and/or their successors in title, as the case may be.
