With the addition of the vacated right-of-way to his property the applicant is proposing improvements to the
overall property such as; the completion of the eight-foot-high, solid wall that encloses a portion of the existing
property, the addition of two storage buildings to the site, and modifications to an existing storage building.
Pinellas Park Water Management District has voiced concerns regarding access to their property to the north of
the applicants.

The parcel, a 1.38 acre (MOL)
parcel of property generally located north at 8311 63™ Way North, functionally abuts a residential subdivision to
the west. Section 18-1506.23 of the Land Development Code requires City Council approval of Site Plans for
property located within the “M-1” Light Industrial Zoning District that abut or functionally abut residentially
zoned property. City Council may require the installation of additional buffering in order to eliminate an adverse
impact of the proposed industrial use on the adjacent property.

SITE AND VICINITY CHARACTERISTICS

A.

Zoning/Development History:

According to Pinellas County Property Appraisers records, this property
was developed in 1964. This property was subject to the Marshlack
Subdivision Plat of 1972. On July 22, 1982, City Council approved
Ordinance No. 1171, Case No. Z 5-82-15, rezoning the subject property
from “I” Industrial District to “M-1" Light Industrial District. According to the
Building Development Division records, a 400 square foot canopy and a
600 square foot canopy were added to the tax roll in 1994. The following
Building Development Division Permits were issued: Permit No. 1996-
3025, for the addition of 18 parking spaces to Code; Permit No. 1997-1955,
for the installation of a six-foot-high by 610-foot-long fence; Permit No.
2006-3077, for the construction of a masonry wall around the existing
property lines. On September 28, 2006, City Council approved Case No.
MS 2006-51, a Preliminary Site Plan Approval for a parcel of land located
in the “M-1" Light Industrial Zoning District which functionally abuts
residentially zoned property for a structural concrete company that
proposes installation of a concrete silo, rock and sand bins, and an eight-
feet-high, solid wall with a waiver to the Locational Design Standards
landscape buffer requirements that a 10-feet-wide landscape buffer be
maintained along the entire right-of-way. On January 8, 2009, City Council
approved Case No. V 2008-08, the vacation of a portion of 84" Avenue.
The right-of-way was divided between the applicant and the property owner
to the north, per the original plat. The applicant purchased said portion of
vacated right-of-way from the property owner to the north.

The site is developed with a 1,753 square foot office building, a 1,200
square foot storage building, three fuel tanks, outdoor storage area with

The PPWMD has concerns that the PPWMD-
owned parcel will become land-locked and inaccessible if the development
occurs as shown on the Preliminary Site Plan.

Analysis: Parking is located around the existing office and warehouse
buildings. Interior to the parcel, 24-foot-wide drive-aisles have been
provided. A large storage area with silo is located in the southwest
quadrant. As this property is industrially zoned, no sidewalks are required
and none are provided except adjacent to the storage building and
accessible space.

Sufficiency of setbacks, screens, buffers and general amenities to
preserve internal and external harmony and compatibility with uses inside
and outside the proposed development and to control adverse effects of
noise, lights, dust, fumes, and other nuisances.

Analysis: On January 8, 2009, City Council approved Case No. V 2008-
08, the vacation of a portion of 84™ Avenue. The right-of-way was divided
between the applicant and the property owner to the north, per the original
plat. The applicant purchased said portion of vacated right-of-way from
the property owner to the north. The property is partially surrounded by an
eight-foot-high, solid wall. The applicant is proposing the construction of
an eight-foot-high, solid wall along the portion of property that was vacated
(formerly 84™ Avenue). Additionally, the applicant is proposing the addition
of two storage buildings to the site as well as the modification of an
existing storage building. The property is located within the “M-1" Light
Industrial District and abuts a residentially zoned parcel to the west. The
existing structures as well as the proposed structures exceed setback
requirements provided for in Code. The proposed improvements appear to
preserve internal and external harmony and compatibility with uses inside
and outside the proposed development and to control adverse effects of
noise, lights, dust, fumes, and other nuisances.

Drainage on the property with particular reference to the effect of
provisions for drainage on adjacent and nearby properties and the use of
on-site retention systems. City Council may grant approval, subject to
approval by the City Manager, or his designee, of a drainage plan as
required by the City Drainage Ordinance.

Analysis: The Site Plan does not depict any proposed signage. Any
signage must meet the requirements of Article 6, Land Development
Code, “Signs”. Exterior lighting is also not depicted on the Site Plan. All
outdoor lighting must be designed and situated so as to maximize
containment of the emitted illumination on the subject parcel. No spillover
lighting shall be purposely directed onto the abutting residential property.

Orientation and location of buildings, recreational facilities and open space
in relation to the physical characteristics of the site, the character of the
neighborhood and the appearance and harmony of the building with
adjacent development surrounding landscape.

Analysis: The existing office building is oriented to the north and the
existing storage building is oriented to the south. The proposed storage
buildings will be oriented to the east. An existing eight-foot-high, solid wall
exists along the property lines less the right-of-way (84" Avenue North)
that was previously vacated. The applicant is proposing the construction of

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an eight-foot-high, solid wall to enclose the vacated right-of-way (84"
Avenue North). This property has no existing open space.

H. Proximity, relationship and compatibility of existing and proposed
surrounding land use.

Analysis: This site is currently developed with a 1,753 square foot office
building, a 1,200 square foot storage building, three 500 gallon fuel tanks,
an outdoor storage area with a silo, and associated vehicular use area. To
the west and functionally abutting are residentially zoned properties,
developed with single family dwellings; to the east and south are industrial
zoned properties; and to the north the property is zoned heavy
commercial. Code provides that when an “M-1" use abuts or functionally
abuts residentially zoned property, the proposed industrial use must be
reviewed by City Council. This review addresses any compatibility
concerns between the potentially conflicting uses. The proposed
development should not impact the abutting residential uses.

l. General amenities included as part of the development complement the
character of the surrounding area.

Analysis: N/A

J. Treatment and location of handling of solid waste disposal.
Analysis: A dumpster is located on the southeast corner of the existing
storage building. Details for the enclosure have not been provided. The
applicant will be required to provide shielding per Code.

K. Landscaping and preservation of natural or man-made features of the site
including trees and other vegetation.

Analysis: There is no vegetation on this site.

There are two individual businesses located on the property at 8311 63 Way N. in Pinellas Park.
The primary occupant is E.L. Shearer Concrete and Masonry, Inc. E.L. Shearer is the owner of the real
estate. The other company is Frontier Ready Mix, Inc. Both companies are Sub-Sub S corporations
under the umbrella of Shearer Holdings, Inc., an S corporation. All of the businesses are Florida
Corporations with Edwin L. Shearer Jr. as the sole stock holder.

E. L. Shearer Concrete and Masonry, Inc. is a structural concrete and masonry contractor
working throughout the State of Florida. The property is used a central base of operations for the
offices, vehicles, and equipment storage.

Field workers generally leave the shop by 6:30 a.m. and return by 4:30 p.m. Office parking is in
front of the office building located on 63 Way N. Field employee’s park inside the fenced yard area
behind the office.

Frontier Ready Mix, Inc. is a metered concrete delivery service. Dry materials are stored in
concrete bins and a dust controlled steel silo. Dry materials are loaded into the mixer trucks via a high
reach lift. The vehicles are driven to various localities by CDL drivers and the blending process occurs
at the delivery site only. The trucks wash out at each individual job site. No material is mixed at the
storage facility. No mixed concrete returns to the storage yard.

Sand, rock, and cement deliveries enter the property through the North gate established at the
end of 84 Ave. The trucks make a U-turn within the property confines and back into the respective
bins and offload. The cement tanker unloads via air pressure into the silo under the supervision of a
Frontier employee. The vacuum dust collector at the top of silo collects any dust created from the
loading process and deposits it back into the silo. The trucks pull directly out of the gate, turn South,
onto 63rd Way N. and follow the legal truck route back to 66* St. N. The drivers are instructed not to
exceed 15mph on 63 Way N.

Frontiers hours for delivery are Monday thru Saturday, from 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Raw material
deliveries are Monday thru Friday only.
