1. CASE NO.:   BOA 2010-06 (QUASI-JUDICIAL)

REQUEST:
Consideration of a request for a variance to decrease the required number of parking spaces from 86 to 82 and to reduce the minimum permitted, two-way drive aisle width from 24 feet to 16 feet.
LOCATION:  12416 66th Street North

Mr. Ed Walker:  701 Enterprise Road East, Safety Harbor, FL and I have been sworn in.  I am representing the applicant.  I am here to answer any questions that you may have.  The staff report does a good job of explaining the situation. 

QUESTIONS

Mr. Kosinski:  Is there a reason why they installed the gate without a permit?


Mr. Walker:  I honestly do not think they knew a permit was required for the gate.
Mr. Murray:  Is there any way to move the gate out to make the drive aisle width to meet code?
Mr. Walker:  You could move the bollard; however, you would need to install a double gate and it still would not be 24 feet wide.  The parking lot was originally designed to be staff only parking on the east side, as that is where the entrance for staff is; however, customers thought that was the main entrance and parked there.  They added signage and people ignored the signs. So they installed the gate.
Mr. Murray:  Is there ever going to be a point in time where there will be a lot of traffic going in and out at the same time?

Mr. Walker:  That’s not probably likely because people will be arriving and leaving work at the same time.

PROPONENTS
Mr. John Wachter:
 781 Brittney Park Blvd., Tarpon Springs, FL and I have been sworn in.  The reason I’m doing this is because business has been good and we need more parking.  The area that we are going to be using is grass and people seem to park there anyway.  Many of them are elderly and we figured by striping the spots it would make it easier to park.

QUESTIONS

Mr. Kosinski :  What type of material will you be using for the parking spaces?
Mr. Al Carrier :  4625 E. Bay Dr. – Ste. 211, Clearwater, FL and I have been sworn in.  I’d like to answer that question.  At this point in time, I think we are going to be using turf block or something similar.  
Ms. Sheppard:  Let’s focus on the variance and the request that they’re asking for.  The type of materials that will be used for the parking spaces is not relevant in making a decision on this case.  The Board has criteria for either approving or denying a variance, so let’s stick to that.  The site and the type of materials used for the parking spaces will be reviewed by the Building Development Division. That is their job.
Ms. Murray:  I’m just curious.  Are you going to be using the typical parking stop?  It’s a concern because the parking spaces abut 66th Street and you said you had elderly patients and I’m concerned for their safety.
Mr. Al Carrier:  Yes we will.
Mr. Kosinski : Question for staff.  Is there a buffer requirement for the parking spaces along the property line?    
Ms. Sheppard :  No.
Mr. Kosinski:  I’m concerned with the parking stalls and their proximity to the existing tree.
Ms. Sheppard :  That’s not something you should be taking into consideration when making your decision.  Let’s stick to the criteria.
Mr. Kosinski:  I feel like I’m stuck between a rock and a hard place because I’m concerned about the tree.
Mr. Al Carrier:  If it makes you feel better, I give you my word we will move the parking spaces over  two feet.
Mr. Kosinski:  It does.
