NOTICE

The applicant, proponents, and public should not communicate either verbally or in writing with the members of the Board of Adjustment regarding the matter under consideration except at the quasi-judicial hearing, in that this could invalidate any action taken at the quasi-judicial hearing. Any written communication should be sent to the staff in order that it may be made part of the public record of the proceeding.  Written communication received eight (8) days prior to the hearing by the Board of Adjustment will be included in the material sent to the Board of Adjustment. The Board of Adjustment may, in its discretion, allow other written communication to be presented at the quasi-judicial hearing where (i) it is desirable to do so because of the consideration of law, equity or fairness; and (ii) the written communication could not reasonably have been submitted in time to be included in the material sent by staff to the Board of Adjustment.

Please note that if a person decides to appeal any decision of the Board of Adjustment, with respect to any matter considered at the above cited meeting, they will need a record of the proceedings and for such purpose, may need to ensure that a verbatim record of the proceedings is made, which record includes the testimony and evidence upon which the appeal is to be based. The City maintains a tape recording of all public hearings.
FOR THE HEARING IMPAIRED ‑ An interpreter for the hearing impaired will be made available upon requests made at least 72 hours in advance. Also, an Assistive Hearing Device (magnifier) is available from the City Clerk for use in Council Chambers and all meeting rooms throughout the City.
