At the Code Enforcement Board Meeting on April 15, 2010, | considered a Request for a
Reduction or Elimination of the Administrative Fine/Lien in CEB Case No. 05-08-03, against
David Randolph and the property located at 6341 76th Avenue.

To assist me in making a recommendation, City Staff provided the following information:

Code Enforcement Board Lien No. 05-08-03 commenced on June 5, 2008, and ran for
642 days at $50 per day for a total lien amount of $32,100. The City’s estimated costs in
handling this case is $3,483.85 ($1,301.71 for this CEB Lien, plus $2,182.14 to the
Building Development Division to pay the unfit structure repair costs incurred by the
City).

| received the following information from Joel Soloman, Property Owner and Robert Broderick,
Property Owner's Agent, at the meeting:

Private Investor's Group, LLC (Mr. Soloman and Mr. Broderick) bought this foreclosed
property as an investment, and was aware of the City's lien at time of purchase. The
violations occurred prior to Mr. Soloman taking possession of the property. Mr.
Soloman has invested a substantial amount of money to correct the violations, make
improvements, and maintain the property. He requested the lien amount be reduced to
the City's cost.

Based on all the information received, | made the following recommendation:

That the Administrative Fine/Lien in Case No. CEB 05-08-03 be reduced to the amount
of $3,483.85 to include: $1,301.71 for this CEB Lien, and $2,182.14 to the Building
Development Division to pay the unfit structure repair costs incurred by the City.
