IV. Agenda Items

1. Equestrian Board Rules of Procedure — New Proposed Revisions

Dr. Rose presented two proposals for change to the Equestrian Board Rules of Procedure. Page
three, Section 4, Attendance, Dr. Rose suggested striking the third sentence “To be counted
present, a member must be in attendance for the duration of the meeting.” Page five, Section 9,
Decisions/Voting, Dr. Rose proposed adding to the first sentence the underlined “Every official
action taken shall be approved by a simple majority of the members present during the
discussion and roll call vote on the agenda item in question. Members not present for the
duration of discussion of an agenda item shall not vote on any action taken on that item.

Motion was made by Ms. Macfarlane and seconded by Ms. Rose to delete the verbiage on Page
three, Section 4, Attendance and to include the verbiage on Page 5, Section 9, Decisions/Voting.

2. Equestrian Board Application Review and Interviews
Kathy Zach and Dean Braden were again interviewed for the open position on the Equestrian
Board. Ms. Andrews asked each applicant what they can bring to the Board. Ms. Zach informed
the Board that she is a horse owner and then gave an overview of the barns she has worked for
and boarded her horses at. Ms. Zach is very much interested in the upkeep of Helen Howarth




Park and feels it is important to keep it safe, ridable, and accessible. Though Mr. Braden does not
know much about horses, he has worked with the Kiwanis Club at Helen Howarth Park horse
shows. Mr. Braden is a member of the Recreation Board and is presently President of the
Historical Society and works with the Boys Club. Mr. Braden feels he can bring a different
objective to the Board and will give one hundred percent of himself.

3. Report: Suncoast Equestrian Association
There was not a meeting this month. The next meeting will be June 1, 2010. Ms. Macfarlane
mentioned there was nothing new to report except that the property at Sawgrass Park may not be
available. The park is large but most of it is underwater. It is wetlands protected and grants that
were given for development were for boardwalks and similar things. SEA has things to work
through and it will be awhile before knowing for sure whether the park can be used.

Ms. Macfarlane reminded the Board that the SEA is a committee under the Chamber of
Commerce. Ms. Goldston asked if the 501C had come through yet. Ms. Macfarlane reported that
it has not come through yet and would take nine months or more.

4. Discussion of Pinellas Park Equestrian Center Facilities

a. Arena usage — Ms. Goldston remarked that Helen Howarth Park looks great. Dr. Rose
reported that the Parks Division has completed the footing. There is a new booking from
Pinellas Park Police Department the first Saturday of each month. Ms. Donaldson suggested
that the Equestrian Board receive a calendar of events. Dr. Rose reported that the calendars
that are put out now are in the Equestrian Newsletter. Dr. Rose stated once all the bookings
have been updated, she will distribute this to Government Relations who handle the website,
clock tower, and media. Dr. Rose will put together a new calendar once everything is
finalized and send it out to the Board or bring the calendars to the meetings and put it on the
agenda.

Ms. Macfarlane remarked that the arena was very dusty at the last show and the ground should
have been watered. Ms. Macfarlane suggested a baseboard around the bottom since the
ground around the outside of the arena has white clay which is washing out. There should be a
2’ x 6’ or 10’ along the base of it except at the gates. If more sand is put in, then the drainage
should be better. Ms. Goldston suggested staff take a look to see how much clay and sand the
arena is losing. Dr. Rose stated that it is one of the reasons sand mixture was added in to the
arena to improve the drainage. Dr. Rose stated that the staff does wet the arena down as
