BACKGROUND:

SUBJECT: Budget Amending Ordinance (# 3732) amending the Budget for fiscal year 2009/2010

Basically this budget amendment performs some minor maintenance in the General, Water & Sewer, Police
Confiscated, CRA Funds and the CIP portion of the budget. For the CIP budget, some projects have been
deferred to next fiscal year. Overall the City’s budget for this year will decrease by $1,986,590 that will
result in a total budget of $110,875,969.
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ORDINANCE NO. 3732

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTIONS I, II, III, VvV, AND VII OF
ORDINANCE NO. 3641, AN APPROPRIATION AND TAX LEVY ORDINANCE
OF THE CITY OF PINELLAS PARK, PROVIDING FOR REPEAL OF ALL
ORDINANCES OR PARTS OF ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH,
PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
PINELLAS PARK, PINELLAS COUNTY, FLORIDA, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION ONE: That Sections I, II, III, V, and VII of

Ordinance 3641 1in and for the City of Pinellas Park,
Florida, are amended to read as follows:

SECTION I. GENERAL FUND

There i1s hereby appropriated from the revenues on hand
and/or accruing from the collection of taxes levied and
assessed General Fund expenses for the City for the fiscal
year ending September 30, 2010, (the millage of real and
personal ©property taxes being set at 4.5478 mills as
aforesaid) and from revenues on hand and/or accruing from
all other sources during the said fiscal year, and for the
general operating expenses and obligations of the City of
Pinellas Park during said fiscal year, 1in accordance with
the attached budget amendment, the sum of fifty million,
forty-five thousand, five hundred and sixty-six dollars

($50,045,566) .
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(A) All revenues under Section I of this Ordinance
shall be placed exclusively in the General Fund of the City
of Pinellas Park, from which the expenditures for general
operating purposes, debt retirement, capital improvements
and all other necessary or proper expenses shall be paid.

(B) Revenues received or accrued for materials and/or
service rendered, the volume or cost of which cannot be
determined in advance so as to be included as a definite
amount 1in the Dbudget, for which the City 1s reimbursed
shall be placed in the General Funds of the City and the
cost of such materials and/or service shall be paid from
the General Funds, and any excess of receipts above
disbursements, shall become a part of the revenues of the
City.

SECTION IT. WATER AND SEWER REVENUE FUND

There 1s hereby appropriated from the "Water and Sewer
Revenue Fund", of the Water and Sewerage Utility System,
which is hereby created in accordance with the provisions
of the 2003 Water and Sewer Revenue Bond Resolution, dated
July 10, 2003, revenues that are derived from the sale of
water, water meters and installations, sewer charges, and
other services rendered in connection with the operation,
extension, maintenance, repair and improvement of the Water
and Sewerage Utility System, and from revenues on hand

and/or accruing from all other sources during the said
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fiscal year of the City of Pinellas Park in accordance with
the attached budget amendment, the sum of twenty-four
million, one hundred twenty-one thousand, five hundred and
seventeen dollars ($24,121,517).

SECTION ITI CONFISCATED PROPERTY FUND

There 1s hereby appropriated from the “Confiscated
Property Fund”, which revenues are derived pursuant to
Florida Statute 932.703 which provides for forfeiture of
certain properties used in the commission of a felony, for
the purpose of funding certain law enforcement expenses of
the City of Pinellas Park, in accordance with the schedules
attached for the fiscal year ending September 30, 2010, the
sum of one hundred and twenty-eight thousand dollars
($128,000) .

SECTION V. COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT FUND

There is hereby appropriated from the "Community
Redevelopment Fund", which is created in accordance with
the provisions of Section 163.387, Florida Statutes and
City of Pinellas Park Ordinance Number 2047 for the purpose
of financing the community redevelopment projects within
the redevelopment area of the City of Pinellas Park; which
revenues are derived from ad valorem taxes levied by each
taxing authority on taxable real property contained within
the geographic boundaries of the Redevelopment area in

accordance with the existing budget ordinance 3641 for the
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fiscal vyear ending September 30, 2010, the sum of one
million, eight hundred sixty-three thousand, and sixty-two
dollars ($1,863,062).

SECTION VII. CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT FUND

There is hereby appropriated from the “Capital
Improvement Fund, ” which revenues are derived from
transfers from the Public Improvement Revenue Fund and from
any and all sources during said fiscal vyear, for the
purpose of general capital improvement projects within the
City of Pinellas Park, 1in accordance with the Dbudget
amendment attached, for the fiscal year ending September
30, 2010, the sum of Ten million, three hundred seventeen
thousand, six hundred and fifty-five dollars ($10,317,655).

SECTION TWO: That the remaining provisions of

Ordinance No. 3641, including all schedules, shall remain
the same, and all Ordinances i1in conflict herewith are

hereby repealed insofar as the same affect this Ordinance.
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SECTION THREE: That this Ordinance shall be in full

force and effect immediately after its passage and approval

in the manner provided by law.

“ SUBJECT: Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Resolution/Public Hearing

BACKGROUND:

The City is eligible to make application to the U.S. Department of Justice, Office of Justice Programs,
Bureau of Justice Assistance, for an Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) in the
amount of $28,095.00 to be used for qualified law enforcement program purchases. The Pinellas Park
Police Department proposes to use the JAG funds for the purchase of advanced technology
improvements for its Patrol and Traffic Enforcement Sections. The equipment includes an automatic
license plate recognition system for use within the Police Department’s Traffic Enforcement Unit and a
facial recognition system, including five cameras, for use by the Patrol Section. The total cost of the
project is expected to be $37,130.00 with $9,035.00 coming from the Police Forfeiture Fund. This grant
application requests $28,095.00 from the U.S. Department of Justice.

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ADVANCED TECHNOLOGY IMPROVEMENTS FOR PATROL
Program Narrative
The Pinellas Park Police Department (PPPD) proposes to spend FY 2010 Justice Assistance Grant
funding of $28,095 to assist in the purchase two new technologies for use in the Uniform Patrol
Section of the Department — Facial Recognition Technology and Automatic License Plate Reading
Technology.

Facial Recognition Technology

Often PPPD officers in the field are presented with questionable credentials, no credentials or false
identity information by suspects. With the use of facial recognition technology, officers can capture
an individual’s image with a digital camera, place the camera into a docking station in the patrol car
and through wireless communication to an existing image database, and conduct a face recognition
search to determine if the individual has been previously arrested. Officers can immediately
determine if an individual being questioned has a prior criminal record and may make an immediate
arrest.

Currently, when PPPD officers are confronted with a situation where the use of facial recognition
technology is needed, they must contact the Pinellas County Sheriff’s Office and request assistance,
requiring that the officer wait until the PCSO deputy with this technology becomes available on the
scene. This wait time naturally limits the use of the technology to those cases where the PPPD officer
deems it most critical. With the purchase and implementation of five of these camera systems within
the PPPD, it will be come readily available and, therefore, its use would dramatically increase thereby
improving PPPD productivity and leading to an improved identification process which would
increase the likelihood of arresting known criminals.

Facial Recognition Technology is designed to identify a person using distinguishing facial traits. It
has become a powerful tool for the law enforcement agencies to address the issues of identity in the
booking, release, and criminal investigation processes. This technology complements officers’
training and judgment, and reduces costly delays that can occur when attempting to ascertain a
suspect’s true identity. A significant number of law enforcement encounters occur every day with
individuals that lack acceptable identification. The PPPD would utilize facial recognition to improve
the officers’ ability to identify uncooperative suspects. Studies show that more than 60 percent of
those arrested are repeat offenders. Many times law enforcement officers encounter individuals that
lack acceptable identification or none at all. During these encounters an officer can only use their
judgment and training to determine whether the suspect should be further questioned and
investigated. This situation can be costly or even dangerous for law enforcement and may
inconvenience innocent people in the effort to identify the individuals with criminal records who are
attempting to evade the law. Combining face recognition and wireless technologies Mobile
Identification Systems (MIS) is designed to provide officers with the ability to verify an individual’s
identity in the field. The Pinellas County Sheriff’s Office (PCSO) has been utilizing Face Recognition
since 2004, in conjunction with other law enforcement agencies in Florida, and has used this
technology to assist in hundreds of arrests since its implementation. The Pinellas Park Police
Department would link into the system currently utilized by the PCSO and other local law
enforcement agencies across the state to maximize the effectiveness of its use. Some of the agencies
participating include: Florida Department of Corrections, Hillsborough County SO, Miami Dade PD,



Orange County SO, Leon County SO, Duval County SO, Hernando County SO, Polk County SO,
Pasco County SO, and Sumter County SO.

The system would require the purchase of face recognition cameras and licensing agreements for each
unit. Implementation requirements include: an Agreement or MOU w/PCSO Sheriff/Police Chief;
Laptops operating on Windows XP platform; the purchase licensing from system vendor at
approximately $3,000 per user; an annual maintenance contract with each license (not provided by
grant funds); and the purchase of facial recognition cameras at approximately $250 each. All
personnel using the system will be trained in a “Train the Trainer” format.

Automatic License Plate Reader (ALPR)

Pinellas Park is located in the heart of Pinellas County, Florida, one of Florida’s most densely
populated counties. It’s proximity to larger cities like St. Petersburg, Clearwater and Tampa make its
roadways very heavily-traveled. According to 2009 Level of Service statistics, its four major
transportation arteries (US Hwy 19, SR 693, SR 694 and CR 611) Average Annual Daily Traffic
(AADT) counts exceed 177,000 daily trips. The utilization of an Automatic License Plate Reader
(ALPR) would dramatically increase the PPPD Traffic Enforcement Unit’s ability to identify: drivers
with suspended licenses, stolen vehicles, outstanding wants and warrants, missing persons, and
persons of interest or on terrorist/gang watch lists.

The Automatic License Plate Reader (ALPR) system can be mounted to patrol cars capturing license
plate numbers during entire shifts. If a suspect license plate number is read, audible and visual alarms
alert the officer within milliseconds of license plate capture. Cameras, a processing unit, and
proprietary software, allow officers to capture images of license plates and instantaneously compare
them with millions of Hot List records to identify vehicles of interest. This highly advanced
Automatic License Plate Reader system reads plates day or night, from all 50 States. The system uses
Optical Character Recognition (OCR) technology. OCR refers to the camera’s ability to scan the
images of letters and numbers on a license plate, and then translate those images into text. The images
of license plates are scanned by infrared light housed in each camera head. The infrared light scans
the images of license plates and then simultaneously translates those images into computerized text in
the span of milliseconds. ALPR uses OCR to capture up to 3600 plates per minute. The ALPR’s can
detect Stolen Vehicles, Stolen Plates, Wants and Warrants, Gang and Terrorist Watch Lists, and
Custom Watch Lists for Be On The Looks Outs, Probable Cause for Arrests, or Persons of Interest.
The State of Florida is planning on releasing a Hot List for the system to detect Suspended / Revoked
Motorists which is tentatively scheduled for February 2011.

ADVANCED TECHNOLOGY IMPROVEMENTS FOR PATROL

Review Narrative

The grant application was shared with the City’s governing body (Pinellas Park City
Council), 31 days prior to submission of the grant to BJA. Further, a resolution
authorizing the submission of this grant was approved by City Council, and an advertised
Public Hearing was held on June 24, 2010 in City Council chambers. Citizens were
provided with an opportunity to comment on the grant, as provided for in the grant
requirements.



ADVANCED TECHNOLOGY IMPROVEMENTS FOR PATROL
Abstract

The Pinellas Park Police Department (PPPD) will expend FY 2010 Justice Assistance Grant funding
of $28,095 to assist in the purchase two new technologies for use in the Uniform Patrol Section of the
Department — Facial Recognition Technology and Automatic License Plate Reading Technology.

Facial Recognition Technology will identify a person using distinguishing facial traits. It is a
powerful tool for the law enforcement agencies to address the issues of identity in the booking,
release, and criminal investigation processes. This technology complements officers’ training and
judgment and reduces costly delays that can occur when attempting to ascertain a suspect’s true
identity. Many times law enforcement officers encounter individuals that lack acceptable
identification or none at all. During these encounters an officer can only use their judgment and
training to determine whether the suspect should be further questioned and investigated.

Goals: Improve safety for law enforcement and reduce inconvenience for innocent people in the effort
to identify the individuals with criminal records who are attempting to evade the law.

Strategies: Purchase and install facial recognition technology within the Uniformed Patrol Section of
the PPPD. Combine face recognition and wireless technologies Mobile Identification Systems (MIS)
to provide officers with the ability to verify an individual’s identity in the field. The PPPD will link
into the system currently utilized by the PCSO and other local law enforcement agencies across the
state to maximize the effectiveness of its use. The system requires the purchase of face recognition
cameras and licensing agreements for each unit.

The Automatic License Plate Reader (ALPR) system will be mounted to patrol cars capturing
license plate numbers during entire shifts. If a suspect license plate number is read, audible and visual
alarms alert the officer within milliseconds of license plate capture. Cameras, a processing unit, and
proprietary software, allow officers to capture images of license plates and instantaneously compare
them with millions of Hot List records to identify vehicles of interest.

Goals: To increase the detection of Stolen Vehicles, Stolen Plates, Wants and Warrants, Gang and
Terrorist Watch Lists, and Custom Watch Lists for Be On The Looks Outs, Probable Cause for
Arrests, or Persons of Interest.

Strategies: Purchase and install the ALPR system on one vehicle in our Traffic Enforcement Unit to
capture license plate identification numbers, analyze them and alert the PPPD patrol officer that a
“hit” has been made on a vehicle, promoting an increase in the identification of persons in categories
stated in the goals above and, ultimately increasing the apprehension and arrest of wanted individuals.

In order to fairly systematize the method for presenting resolutions to the League
membership, the following procedures have been instituted:

Proposed resolutions must be submitted in writing, to be received in the League
office by July 13, 2010, to guarantee that they will be included in the packet of
proposed resolutions that will be submitted to the Resolutions Commttee.
Proposed resolutions will be rewritten for proper form, duplicated by the League
office and distributed to members of the Resolutions Committee. (Whenever
possible, multiple resolutions on a similar issue will be rewritten to encompass the
essential subject matter in a single resolution with a listing of original proposers.)
Proposed resolutions may be submitted directly to the Resolutions Committee at
the conference; however, a favorable two-thirds vote of the committee will be
necessary to consider such resolutions.

Proposed resolutions may be submitted directly to the business session of the
conference without prior committee approval by a vote of two-thirds of the
members present. In addition, a favorable weighted vote of a majority of members
present will be required for adoption.

Proposed resolutions relating to state legislation will be referred to the appropriate
standing policy committee. Such proposals will not be considered by the
Resolutions Committee at the conference; however, all state legislative issues will
be considered by the standing policy councils and the Legislative Committee, prior
to the membership, at the annual Legislative Conference each fall. At that time, a
state Legislative Action Agenda will be adopted.

Municipalities unable to formally adopt a resolution before the deadline may submit a
letter to the League office indicating their city is considering the adoption of a resolution,
outlining the subject thereof in as much detail as possible, and this letter will be forwarded
to the Resolutions Committee for consideration in anticipation of receipt of the formal

resolution.
