














Analysis: Landscape Code requires an eight-feet-high, solid wall and an
eight-feet-wide landscape buffer to buffer this industrial use from abutting
residential uses. At the time this property was annexed, City Council
approved a variance to the type of wall. An eight-feet-high, white, PVC
fence was approved and has been installed along the east property line.
The proposed structure exceeds setback requirements provided for in
Code. The proposed building will have loading areas on the west side of
the building that will be shielded from the abutting, residentially zoned
properties to the east by the proposed building. The proposed
improvements appear to preserve internal and external harmony and
compatibility with uses inside and outside the proposed development and
to control adverse effects of noise, lights, dust, fumes, and other
nuisances.

Drainage on the property with particular reference to the effect of
provisions for drainage on adjacent and nearby properties and the use of
on-site retention systems. City Council may grant approval, subject to
approval by the City Manager, or his designee, of a drainage plan as
required by the City Drainage Ordinance.

Analysis: The applicant has developed one, shared retention pond located
in the northwest corner of the industrial park. Drainage requirements will
be addressed during Final Site Plan review and will be required to meet
City and SWFWMD standards.

Available and compatibility of hook-in locations between the project and
necessary utilities.

Analysis: Potable water in this area is supplied by Pinellas County.
Sanitary sewer is supplied through the City of Pinellas Park. Utilities have
been installed within the 40-feet-wide easement west of this site and
centrally located within the subdivision.

Signs, if any, and proposed exterior lighting with reference to glare, traffic
safety, economic effects, and compatibility and harmony with adjacent
properties.

Analysis: The Site Plan does not depict any proposed signage. Any
signage must meet the requirements of Article 6, Land Development
Code, “Signs”. Exterior lighting is also not depicted on the Site Plan. All
outdoor lighting must be designed and situated so as to maximize
containment of the emitted illumination on the subject parcel. No spillover
lighting shall be purposely directed onto the abutting residential property.

Orientation and location of buildings, recreational facilities and open space
in relation to the physical characteristics of the site, the character of the
neighborhood and the appearance and harmony of the building with
adjacent development surrounding landscape.

Analysis: The proposed building's orientation will be to the west. Overhead
doors will be located on the west side of the building facing internally to
the subdivision. An eight-feet-wide buffer is required along the east
property line which abuts residentially zoned properties. The buffer shall
contain one tree every 30 feet, a continuous hedge, and an eight-feet-
high, solid wall. The requirement for the wall was waived through the
annexation agreement and has been changed to an eight-feet-high, PVC
fence. Open space is primarily located east and west of the building with
some provided along the north and south property lines in the form of
landscape buffers.

Proximity, relationship and compatibilty of existing and proposed
surrounding land use. :

Analysis: This site is currently vacant and undeveloped. To the east are
residentially zoned properties and to the north, west and south are
industrially zoned properties. Code provides that when an “M-1" use abuts
or functionally abuts residentially zoned property, the proposed industrial
use must be reviewed by City Council. This review addresses any
compatibility concerns between the potentially conflicting uses. The
proposed development should not impact the abutting residential uses.
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General amenities included as part of the development complement the
character of the surrounding area.

Analysis: N/A

Treatment and location of handling of solid waste disposal.

Analysis: Dumpster enclosures are illustrated on the site plan adjacent to
the building on the north and south sides of the parking area. Enclosures

must meet the requirements of Section 18-1507.23.

Landscaping and preservation of natural or man-made features of the site
including trees and other vegetation.

Analysis: This site is cleared. A Landscaping Plan has not been submitted;
however, the applicant has stated the development of the property shall
meet or exceed Code requirements.

The City Council shall not approve a Preliminary Site Plan
submitted under this section unless they find that:

1. The proposal is in accordance with the City's adopted
Comprehensive Plan.

2. The proposal is in accordance with the applicable zoning
regulations.
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3. The proposal meets the standards of Section 18-1506.23(D).

4, The proposal meets the Locational Design Standards of Section
18-1506.23(1) 4.

5. The proposal has a valid Certificate of Concurrency.

6 The proposal is otherwise in accordance with the requirements of

this article.
Analysis: The Preliminary Site Plan meets the above standards.
Locational Design Standards

The Preliminary Site Plan, Final Site Plan, and Building Plans shall show
conformance with the following Location Design Standards.

1. General Standards

a. The developer shall submit a letter detailing the type of
development proposed, the hours of operation, and the
characteristics of operation of the development, including the
amount and type of traffic (passenger cars and heavy trucks)
anticipated.

Analysis: This requirement has been met. See attached
letter.

b. Performance standards shall be set forth in Section 18-
1506.23(H).

Analysis: It is anticipated the uses will conform to the
performance standards. This is also a continuing obligation.

c. lllumination shall be in accordance with the standards of
Section 18-1506.23(G).

Analysis: The Preliminary Site Plan does not delineate any
outdoor lighting for the proposed development.

d. Any outdoor storage areas shall be in accordance with
Standards of 18-1507.

Analysis: The applicant is not proposing outdoor storage.
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Abutting Residential or Mixed Use Zoning Districts (property to the
east of this parcel).

a.

All noise generating mechanical equipment including, but not
limited to air conditioning and refrigeration units, fans, vents,
compressors, compactors, vacuums, and similar equipment
shall be placed 50 feet from the residential property line and
shall exhaust away from said property to minimize the
industrial generated noise.

Analysis: Mechanical equipment will be placed a minimum of
60 feet from the residential property line.

Only egress doors for people may face said property. No
door that provides access for vehicles or movement of
equipment or materials, or for ventilation shall face said
property, whether such door is an overhead, sliding, or other
type of similar door.

Analysis: This requirement will be met.

No loading area, loading dock, truck well, or truck parking or
storage area shall be within twenty (20) feet of said property,
nor shall the aforementioned be oriented toward said

property;

Analysis: No loading area is within 20 feet of the east
property line.

No outdoor storage shall occur within twenty (20) feet of
said property line.

Analysis: No outdoor storage is proposed.

No dumpster(s) shall be within twenty (20) feet of said
property line;

Analysis: This requirement shall be met.

Landscaping and buffering shall be provided in accordance
with the provisions of Section 18-1512 except that one (1)
tree shall be planted for every thirty (30) feet, or fraction
thereof, within the required buffer.

Analysis: This requirement shall be met.

DEVELOPMENT CONSIDERATIONS

1. A Final Site Plan must be submitted for review and approval prior to the
issuance of a permit. A permit must be obtained and construction begun
within one year of the approval of the Preliminary Site Plan or the
Preliminary Site Plan approval becomes null and void.

1. Discussion of Alternate Site for Freedom Lake Recreation Center

Ms. Rose informed the Board that after while preparing to initiate demolition and new
construction for the Freedom Lake Center, an active bald eagle nest was discovered in the
immediate area of the Center. Because exterior construction cannot proceed during nesting season,
the City will not proceed with the project at Freedom Lake. The City has examined several
alternate sites for the construction of the Center, including Youth Park, where a Center had been
considered previously but placed on hold pending planned funding from Pinellas County. An area
was identified for a recreation center adjacent to existing parking with available access to utilities
and an access point from parking. There is also shade for a picnic area. Ms. Rose referred to the
displayed site plan, showing the location of the proposed 3,000 sq. foot building. Youth Park
Recreation would be used as a location for a summer sports camp and a variety of other possible
uses are being considered, including use as a site for City recreational leagues and hosting of
outside sports clinics and tournament-related events. The Center would have a large multi-purpose
room with limited kitchen facilities, restrooms, and storage. Ms. Rose asked for any input or
questions on this project, which will be considered by City Council in October.

Ms. Fox asked about any plans to bring access to the Center from 62™ Avenue. Ms. Rose
indicated that there were no immediate plans to open access from 62™ Avenue, although access
had been proposed under the previously developed conceptual site plan for the 10-acre Youth Park
Addition and may be reinitiated. Ms. Fox and Ms. Smith noted their concerns that an entrance
from 62™ Avenue would allow through traffic in the park. Ms. Rose noted that the previous
discussions with the Board indicated clearly the concern of both the Board and residents that the
drive aisle not allow access all the way through the park, but that bollards would be constructed in
order to prevent through traffic. She noted that any future plans would continue to include this
consideration.

Ms. Bruce asked if the parking lot showing next to the Recreation center is the existing parking,
and asked if there would be an opportunity to add an additional parking lot on the ten acre site.
Ms. Watson suggested lockers for children to change for sports. Ms. Watson also suggested a
weight room in the center that would be available to the public.



Ms. Rose stated that the initial site plan included the possibility of some additional parking spaces
immediately adjacent to the proposed Center, and that the City would be reviewing this possibility
with SWFWMD. With regard to a weight room, Ms. Rose noted that the challenges would be
space availability and staffing in the small center. The center would not serve as a large
multipurpose facility such as Forbes or Broderick, but rather would accommodate varying single
uses at different times of the year. For summer camp, the center would be fully staffed, but it is
not anticipated in the immediate future that the center would be staffed continuously during the
year. Ms. Watson suggested a key card to access the room. Ms. Smith noted that outdoor fitness
equipment such as that placed at Freedom Lake may be suitable for Youth Park. Ms. Rose
indicated she would discuss this possibility with the Parks Division.

Ms. Fox asked what impact a summer camp would have on neighborhood children who do not
attend summer camp. Ms. Rose stated that summer camp use would be concentrated during
daytime hours when the park was not heavily used. Ms. Bruce asked if they have baseball or
soccer leagues on the fields in the summer. Mr. Webb replied that soccer season is winter/fall.
There may be some use by travel teams in the summer, but summer is off-season.

Ms. Fox asked if the skate park will ever happen. Ms. Rose stated that that she did not have a
timeline for construction of the skate park, but that it was still included in the conceptual site plan
developed with the Recreation Board with input from Youth Park residents and league presidents,
and that the project was still in the budget as an unfunded CIP project.

Ms. Grace expressed her disappointment that the CRA Police Unit does not include Youth Park.
Ms. Grace is hoping in the future there could be a Police Department Annex for Youth Park since
there have been homeless living in the treed area at the park, although they had brought this to the
attention of the Police Department and they seem to have moved this out of the park. Ms. Rose
noted that the Police Department does address homeless issues through the Homeless Street
Outreach Program and that this program has been quite successful in addressing homeless issues,
which are on the rise everywhere due to economic conditions.

Ms. Watson asked if the building could be used for future Neighborhood Watch meetings. Ms.
Rose indicated that they could host the meetings of the Neighborhood Watch. Ms. Watson also
noted the need for a location for Brownie and Girl Scout meetings.

Ms. Grace asked if there is a target date for completion. Ms. Rose indicated that original planning
was to have both buildings completed in time for 2011 summer activities, and that they are
working to keep both buildings on schedule despite the change in location.

Mr. Braden asked if there will be windows facing the ball fields. Ms. Rose stated that there were
but that the City was already discussing a net extension at the field and other protection for the
back of the building. She also indicated that the field adjacent to the proposed center was used
primarily for girls’ softball and that their information suggested that this was less a problem at this
field than at others.

Ms. Watson, referring to the site plan, asked if there are restrictions on the canal side regarding the
power lines and building there for additional future construction. Mr. Barrett stated he is in favor
of the Recreation Center being built there for any and all of the possible uses that had been
discussed. Ms. Rogers indicated she was also in favor and would like to see the building used for
Scouting and neighborhood meetings. Ms. Fox suggested a possible two-story building to
accommodate all of the proposed uses.



Motion was made by Ms. Fox and seconded by Mr. Braden to proceed with plans to construct the
Youth Park recreation center. Motion was passed unanimously.

Ms. Rose indicated that the feedback from the Recreation Board and neighborhood residents
would be presented to City Council along with the site plan proposal, possibly as early as the first
Council meeting in October. Ms. Rose stated she will bring an update to the next Recreation Board
Meeting. If the Youth Park Neighborhood Watch would like to receive the agenda for the next
Recreation Board Meeting, it was suggested they leave an e-mail address or home address.

2. Facilities Updates

a.

Skyview Recreation Center

Ms. Rose introduced the staff attending from Broderick Recreation Center. Ms. Rose informed
the Board the City had gone out to bid for the reconstruction of both Skyview and Freedom
Lake Recreation Centers. Skyview Center construction is proceeding forward and demolition
should be scheduled soon. Ms. Rose noted the long history of the existing center, and the
interest of many of the Board members in this center. Ms. Rose will inform the Board of the
scheduled demolition date by e-mail.

St. Giles Senior Housing and Senior Center Annex

Ms. Rose reported the estimated completion date for the Annex building is now late October.
The drywall is in and painting will be started shortly. The site work will take longer to complete
and may delay the opening of the site to the public. Ms. Bruce asked if there will be a grand
opening event for the housing and the annex. Ms. Rose said that there will be an event for the
opening of the Annex although a date has not yet been set. Ms. Rose will inquire of St. Giles if
they have set a date for the opening of the St.Giles II housing construction.

Equestrian Facilities and Events
The calendar of events for the Equestrian Facilities was distributed to the Board. Ms. Rose
noted that the planned Mule and Donkey show had been cancelled due to low participation.

3. Parks & Recreation Projects, Programs, Events

a.

Recreation Program Schedules

A copy of the Forbes Recreation schedule was distributed and Ms. Rose noted that the monthly
schedules will continue to be posted to the website. October calendars will be sent out soon by
email to the Board.

Halloween Treat Trail

Halloween Treat Trail will be held on Sunday, October 31, and the format will be similar to last
year’s program. There will be a costume contest organized by the Government Relations
Department, and the Recreation Division will offer games for children with candy prizes. The
final schedule will be sent out by e-mail.

. RecTrac Update

Ms. Rose had no updates for RecTrac.

4. Other Parks & Recreation Business

a.

Recreation Board Policies and Procedures review
The Recreation Board Policies and Procedures was tabled until the October 25" meeting.
