SEVERABILITY AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Pinellas Park, Florida presently operates a water, sewer and
reclaimed water system within its water, sewer and reclaimed water service area; and

WHEREAS, Chapter 10 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Pinellas Park, Florida,
provides that water, sewer and reclaimed water rates shall be established by Resolution; and

WHEREAS, the City previously adopted Resolution No. 09-28 which, among other things,
established such water, sewer and reclaimed water rates; and

WHEREAS, City Council has determined that it is necessary at this time to adjust such
water, sewer and reclaimed water rates and to pass through the increase in the Pinellas County
wholesale water rate.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL
OF THE CITY OF PINELLAS PARK, PINELLAS COUNTY, FLORIDA, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION ONE: The foregoing findings are incorporated herein by reference and made a

part thereof.

SECTION TWO: The water, sewer and reclaimed water rates established by Resolution

No. 09-28 are hereby revised effective for any bills for which the billing cycle is on or after
November 1, 2010 as set forth in Exhibit | attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference. The
connection charges, turn-on charges, deposits, restoration of service charges, and all other charges

for services established by Resolution No. 09-28 shall remain unchanged.
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SECTION THREE: All resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with any of the

provisions of this resolution are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.

SECTION FOUR: If any section or portion of a section of this resolution is determined by a

court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, unlawful or unconstitutional, the same shall not impair
the validity, force or effect of the remainder of this resolution.

SECTION FIVE: Thisresolution shall be effective immediately upon its passage at second

and final reading.

Residential Stormwater Rates Within the City Limits.

Single family residential stormwater rates for properties within the City limits shall be $2.00 per
month. The minimum rate of $2.00 per month shall apply to properties whether the premises are
occupied or not. Multi-unit residential rates for service within the City limits, when master meters
are used, shall be $1.00 per month times the number of available multi-unit residences. The
minimum rate of $1.00 per month shall apply regardless of whether all unit/residences are occupied
ornot. When master meters are not used, single family rates will apply as discussed above. The fee
for single family residential units that do not directly or indirectly discharge into the City of Pinellas
Park Stormwater Management Utility System shall be set a fifty (50) percent of the fee for a single
residential unit.

Non-Residential Stormwater Rates Within the City Limits.

Non-Residential stormwater rates for properties within the City limits shall be $4.00 per month. The
minimum rate of $4.00 per month shall apply to properties whether the premises are occupied or not.
Multi-unit non-residential rates for service within the City limits, when master meters are used, shall
be $4.00 per month times the number of available multi-unit residences. The minimum rate of $4.00
per month shall apply regardless of whether all unit/residences are occupied or not. \When master
meters are not used, non-residential rates will apply as discussed above.

Reclaimed Water Rates Within the City Limits.

Single family residential and non-residential reclaimed water rates for service within the City limits
shall be $8-729.09 per month, plus $0.2728 per thousand gallons for quantities in excess of 25,000
gallons. The minimum rate of $8-729.09 per month shall apply to all active service connections
regardless of the gallons of reclaimed water consumed and whether the premises are occupied or not.

Multi-unit rates for service within the City limits, when master meters are used, shall be $3.691.14
per month times the number of multi-unit residences. The minimum rate of $3:691.14 per month
shall apply regardless of the gallons of reclaimed water consumed and whether all unit/residences
are occupied or not. All consumption volume shall be charged at $0.2728 per thousand gallons when
master meters are used. When master meters are not used, single family rates will apply as discussed
above.

Reclaimed Water Rates Outside the City Limits.

Single family residential and non-residential reclaimed water rates for service outside the City limits
shall be $16-9011.36 per month plus $0.3435 per thousand gallons for quantities in excess of 25,000
gallons. The minimum rate of $26:9611.36 per month shall apply to all active service connections
regardless of the gallons of reclaimed water consumed and whether the premises are occupied or not.
Multi-family rates for service outside the City limits, when master meters are used, shall be
$1-361.43 per month times the number of multi-family residences or non-residential unit. The
minimum rate of $3-361.43 per month shall apply regardless of the gallons of reclaimed water
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consumed and whether all residences/units are occupied or not. All consumption volume shall be
charged at $0.34.35 per thousand gallons when master meters are used. When master meters are not
used, single family rates will apply as discussed above.

A deposit is required within 10 days of activating services at all addresses. The minimum deposit is
based on 5,500 gallons of water, sewer, stormwater and tax ($87.08) plus the monthly dumpster fee
X 2. This formula would be for an account with no previous history. If the account has had a
previous service, their average consumption will be used instead of the base 5,500 gallons. If the
same type business is going into a location, use the previous occupant’s average consumption instead
of the base 5,500 gallons. If the customer has had no previous service with the City and there has not
been a previous occupant at this location, (ex: new building or vacant property), calculate the deposit
on the 6 month water/sewer average, for a similar business.

Following initial construction, the reclaimed water deposit shall be waived if turn on is requested
within ninety (90) days of initial service availability.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF PINELLAS PARK, FLORIDA, IN SUPPORT
OF THE RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE JOINT LAND USE AND TRANSPORTATION
COMMITTEE, INCLUDING  AMENDMENT TO THE PINELLAS PLANNING
COUNCIL’S SPECIAL ACT TO CONSOLIDATE THE METROPOLITAN PLANNING
ORGANIZATION AND THE PINELLAS PLANNING COUNCIL INTO ONE
ORGANIZATION; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, a Joint Land Use and Transportation Committee

(“Joint Committee”), consisting of three (3) representatives
from the Pinellas Planning Council (“PPC"), three (3)
representatives from the Board of County Commissioners (“BCC"),

and three (3) representatives from the Metropolitan Planning
Organization (“MPO”) was convened in April of 2010 to study the
potential for integrating of transportation and future land use
planning at the countywide level; and

WHEREAS, the Joint Committee deliberated for several
months, reaching its conclusions in a consensus driven manner;
and

WHEREAS, the Joint Committee has recommended that the MPO
and PPC functions be more closely aligned on transportation and
land use issues to create a more streamlined and integrated
process, which should identify and eliminate any redundancies,
disconnects, or inefficiencies in the current system; and

WHEREAS, the Joint Committee recommended that this
integrated process include a new Countywide Future Land Use
Plan, which establishes a broad, forward-looking land wuse
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planning framework, incorporates and guides multimodal
transportation planning, and allows sufficient flexibility to
accommodate the redevelopment needs of Pinellas County; and

WHEREAS, the Joint Committee determined that the most
effective way to achieve these goals would be to unify the
membership of the boards of the MPO and the PPC into a single
consolidated board that would be empowered to carry out the
functions of both the MPO and PPC; and

WHEREAS, the establishment of the new consolidated board
will require reapportionment of the MPO membership, which must
be done in conformance with Section 339.175, Florida Statutes;
and

WHEREAS, the establishment of the new consolidated board
will require amendment of the PPC’'s Special Act.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PINELLAS PARK, PINELLAS COUNTY, FLORIDA,
AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION ONE: The City hereby declares its support for the

recommendations of the Joint Committee, including:

1. The boards of the MPO and the PPC should be
consolidated and empowered to carry out the functions of both
the MPO and the PPC;

2. The new consolidated board should consist of elected
officials and ensure representation for all municipalities;

3. The countywide plan should be reconstituted into a
forward-looking plan that is policy driven and broad based;
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4. The new consolidated board will be supported by a
consolidated, independent staff;

5. The Special Act that created the PPC should be amended
to provide the necessary framework to accomplish these
recommendations; and

6. The Reapportionment Plan be prepared and approved
consistent with these amendments to the Special Act and these
recommendations.

SECTION TWO: The City encourages the Pinellas County

Legislative Delegation to support the legislation necessary to
accomplish the recommendations of the Joint Committee, as set

forth herein.

SECTION THREE: That this Resolution shall be in full force

and effect immediately upon its adoption and approval in the

manner provided by law.
