BACKGROUND: The applicant is requesting landscape waivers to reduce the width of a streetscape buffer and
an interior greenspace island for a 0.423 acre parcel of land generally located at 6769 US Highway 19. The
applicant redeveloped the former “Hickory Smokehouse” site with a new retail building and related paved
vehicular use area. Prior to redevelopment, the applicant requested a waiver to reduce the width of the
streetscape buffer along Haines Road from 6 feet to 3.9 feet. The application was approved and the applicant
began construction. The site was completed and during the final survey stage, errors were discovered in the
landscape. The buffer along the east side of the property that fronts Haines Road narrows in dimension from 4.2
feet to 3.2 feet. This buffer width was waived to 3.9 feet with the first waiver request. Another error found was
in regard to the width of the landscape island north of the southern driveway from US Highway 19. Minimum
width for landscape islands is 5 feet. The supplied island is only 3.5 feet in width. Both areas contain the
required landscape and ground cover. The surrounding uses consist of: to the north, vacant commercial land with
a billboard; to the south, Egg Platter Restaurant; to the west, Wal-Mart Neighborhood Market and Just Brakes; to
the east, Kenvin Motel and Affordable Signs and Wraps.

SITE AND VICINITY CHARACTERISTICS

A.

Zoning/Development History:

According to Pinellas County Property Appraisers records, the parcel was
platted in 1911 and developed with a 3,292 square foot building in 1959.
That building was demolished for redevelopment of the site. The parcel
contains a portion of the vacated right-of-way of 68™ Ave, which was vacated
in 1963 (OR BOOK1685, PG 242). According to the Building Development
Division permit records, the following permits have been issued: No. 2007-
3202, site and shell building; No. 2010-232, interior build-out; No. 2010-1348,
sign; No. 2010-2187, electric for sign. On October 11, 2007, City Council
approved Case No. MS 2007-55, a request for a landscape waiver to reduce
the required width for the streetscape buffer. This request modifies the
original request.

Site Characteristics:

The parcel is developed with a 2,752 square foot building and related paved
vehicular use area. The sitework and building are complete and the building
currently has a Temporary Certificate of Occupancy issued. Final landscape
inspection is pending the outcome of this case.

LANDSCAPE WAIVER

The applicant is requesting a waiver of Section 18-1512.6 (C) 2. (a), which requires
a landscape strip being an average of five (5) feet in width, with a minimum width of
three (3) feet, located between the common lot line and vehicular use area
whenever such vehicular use area is not entirely screened from an abutting
property, right-of-way, or residential or mixed use zoning district by an intervening
building.

In Section 18-1512.10 WAIVERS, the Land Development Code provides for the
ability of City Council to approve or deny waivers to the Landscape Code. In
determining whether any requirements of this Section should be waived, the City
Council shall consider the following criteria:

A

Purpose of Requirement. Whether the purpose of the requirement is
otherwise fully achieved, or more important purposes of this Ordinance, the
Comprehensive Plan, or the Community Redevelopment Plan will be served
thereby, or the requirement serves no valid public purpose in the particular
case.

Analysis: The applicant has redeveloped the site with a 2,752 square foot
retail building and associated vehicular use area. The site was completed
and during the final survey stage, errors were discovered in the site layout
and landscape. The buffer along the east side of the property that fronts
Haines Road narrows in dimension from 4.2 feet to 3.2 feet. This buffer width
was waived to 3.9 feet with the first waiver request. The purpose of the
streetscape buffer is to shield activity on site from adjacent rights-of-way.
The purpose of the requirement will still be achieved as the buffer has been
provided with the required hedges and trees. Another error found was in
regard to the width of the landscape island north of the southern driveway

from US 19. In order to provide adequate room for growth the minimum width
for landscape islands is 5 feet. The supplied island is only 3.5 feet in width.
However, the island still contains one understory tree and groundcover and
the site still contains the required percentage of interior greenspace,
therefore the purpose of the requirement will still be achieved. Visual
inspection of the site revealed generous landscaping with these slight
waivers unnoticeable to those unfamiliar with Code requirements.

Public Interest, Adjacent Property. The waiver will not create an adverse
impact; on the public interest or on the adjacent property, and all necessary
alternative measures shall be taken by the applicant to prevent any such
impact.

Analysis: The minor variations to the landscaping should not create any
adverse impact on the public interest or on the adjacent property as all
landscape has been installed and only the widths of buffers/islands have
been affected.

Property Size Configuration, Natural Feature. Whether the size, configuration
or natural features of the property involved present a hardship on the
development of the property.

Analysis: The size and configuration of the property did present hardships on
the development of the property as was evident with the initial landscape
waiver request. This request is the direct result of the site surveyor and site
contractor not properly laying out the site. The errors could be corrected at
this point; however, not without negative financial impact on the owner and
operating business.

Surrounding property. The size, character, configuration, zoning, natural
features of and the use of, the surrounding property.

Analysis: The parcel is located within an area of commercial zoning. The
majority of the parcels are currently developed with commercial uses, such
as restaurants, automotive repair, hotels and general retail uses. Sizes of
parcels vary greatly with no set pattern. The redevelopment of the parcel
greatly improves the area and the requested waivers do not appear injurious
to the surrounding properties.

Hardship. Whether the need for the waiver is the result of a self-imposed
hardship.

Analysis: The request for the original waiver did not appear to be self-
imposed and appeared to be a result of the right-of-way acquisition for and
subsequent construction of US Highway 19 creating the odd, trapezoidal

shaped lot. This additional waiver request is self-imposed as a direct result of
the site contractors and site surveyor’s errors in layout.

FINDINGS OF FACT

1. The waiver request would not be injurious to abutting parcels.
2. . The request appears to be consistent with the Comprehensive Plan.
