I. Approval of Minutes
The minutes of the June 10, 2010 and September 2, 2010 meetings were approved as written.

I1. Interviews and Discussion
Anna-Marie Malanowski, an applicant for one of the open Teen Library Board Member positions, was
interviewed. Buddy Farmer, an applicant for the open Regular Library Board Member position, was also
interviewed. After each interview, the Board held a discussion and voted on recommendation. The
Board unanimously voted to recommend both candidates to City Council for approval. ‘

I11. Statistical/Management Report
The August, September, October, and November 2010 Statistical and Management Reports were
reviewed. Ms. Fortin noted that one factor which impacted the decrease in many of the percentages from
last year was the unusually high number of transactions that occurred last year due to patrons using our
library while St. Petersburg Main Library was closed for renovation.

IV. Director's Report
Ms. Fortin reported that there are several ongoing maintenance projects being completed at the Library;
the first books purchased for the new Asian Language Collection are currently being cataloged; the
Library will soon be able to take credit and debit cards for payments; the new e-government computers
will soon be available for use; the Library is making plans to purchase and install a self-checkout
station; and, the Library will be closed on Monday, January 17 for Martin Luther King, Jr. Day. Ms.
Fortin also handed out copies of a State Library brochure entitled Taxpayer Return on Investment in
Florida Public Libraries.

V. Previous Business
Ms. Fortin reported that one of the full-time Librarian positions has been changed to a job-sharing
position that will be split between two employees working 20 hours each. One of these positions has
been filled and interviews are currently ongoing for the other position.

VI. New Business
Ms. Fortin presented the draft for the Board’s Annual Report to City Council. The Board approved it for
presentation at the January 27 City Council Meeting. Ms. Fortin handed out copies of the Executive
Summary from the recently released Pinellas Public Library Cooperative Government Assessment
Report, and discussed the expiration of the interlocal agreement which established the Pinellas Public
Library Cooperative. Ms. Fortin will keep the Board informed as plans for the future of the Cooperative
are developed prior to the likely renewal of this agreement in October 2013. The Board voted to change
the frequency of their meetings to bimonthly. The next meeting will be March 3, 2011.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:26 p.m.
