reduction in funding requirements for the CITY’s estimated UTILITY WORK associated with the bid

results for Contract No. 090-0284-CP, modifying Section Fifteen (15) of the JPA.

NOW THEREFORE, the parties agree that the JPA is amended as foliows:

1. Section Fifteen (15) of the JPA: Funding requirements are reduced from $1,000,000 to
$500,000, and is due from the CITY to the COUNTY no later than Thirty (30) calendar days following the
February 1, 2011 bid opening for Contract No. 090-0284-CP. Should quantities of items provided in the
contract be exceeded, the CITY will be notified by the COUNTY accordingly. The CITY agrees to provide
adequate funds to ensure that cash on deposit with the COUNTY is sufficient to fully fund the cost of the
UTILITY WORK. The CITY will pay the COUNTY within Thirty (30) calendar days of notification by the
COUNTY to ensure that cash on deposit with the COUNTY is sufficient to fully fund the cost of the
UTILITY WORK; however, failure of the COUNTY to so notify the CITY shall not relieve the CITY from its
obligation to pay for the full cost of the UTILITY WORK.

2. Except as changed or modified herein, all provisions and conditions of the original JPA shall

remain in full force and effect.

The City of Pinellas Park is currently interested in evaluating improvement
alternatives for the existing open channel section referred to as the Longhill Drive
channel.
