Dear Mr. Gustafson,

The Pinellas Public Library Cooperative’s Board of Directors has recommended the
reallocation of capital improvements funds to be used for operational expenses for countywide
services that support all member libraries during fiscal year 11/12. The board has stipulated that
a balance of $500,000 be maintained in the Capital Improvement Fund (CIF) for future projects.
It is the board’s position that providing financial support for operational expenses previously
funded through the State Aid to Libraries Grant program would provide the greatest benefit to
our members until such time as state funds are restored to previous levels.

The balance in the CIF as of 6/30/2011 is $ 834,890. The funding provisions in the current
interlocal agreement require that 5% of the MSTU funds collected annually be placed in the
capital improvement fund. Based on the projected MSTU income in FY 11/12 an estimated
$234,000 will be added to the fund in the upcoming fiscal year.

In accordance with Section V.C.3 of the Interlocal Agreement which states that any change in
the disbursement formula requires the approval of the Cooperative Board of Directors, a simple
majority of the parties, and the Board of County Commissioners, we are seeking your approval
of the following amendment to the disbursement formula:

Approve a change to the Sunding formula to reallocate capital funds to operating
expenses in the amount of $420,000 on a one-time basis Jor the 11/12 fiscal year,
conditioned on maintaining a balance of at least $500,000 in the capital reserve fund.

Your support of this amendment will allow the Cooperative to continue to provide the necessary
financial support for critical services which would otherwise be billed directly back to our
° member libraries.

| have received and reviewed the correspondence from Mary A. Brown, Executive Director
of Pinellas Public Library Cooperative, Inc., to City Manager Michael Gustafson, seeking
the City's consent to an amendment of the funding formula to reallocate a portion of the
capital funds to the operating expenses for the 2011-2012 fiscal year.

From a legal standpoint, | have no objection to the City agreeing to the modification, as long
as the modification is deemed to be in the best interests of the City from a business
standpoint. However, | do not have a copy of the Interlocal Agreement, or the action item
when that Agreement was approved by the City Council of the City of Pinellas Park, so [ do
not know whether this Amendment 1o the Interlocal Agreement is one that City Manager
Michae!l Gustafson has the authority to agree to on his own, or whether it needs to be
approved by the City Council. If, when the Interlocal Agreement was approved by the City
Council, the Council authorized the City Manager to make further amendments as might
be deemed appropriate, then the City Manager would have the authority 1o execute the
Agreement without further Council approval. However, unless such authority has been

SUBJECT: REJECTION OF BID 11/018 - PARK BOULEVARD VERGE AREA AND SIDEWALK
IMPROVEMENT PROJECT

BACKGROUND:

This is authorization to reject the bids received for project 11/018, Park Boulevard Verge Area and Sidewalk
Improvement Project, which are substantially over the budgeted amount. The low bid for improvements to the
verge areas Phase I was $304,258.64, Phase II was $139,686.92 for a total bid of $443,945.56. The amount
budgeted in Fiscal Year 10/11 is $200,000.00. This project provided for the installation of new brick pavers in
the Park Blvd. right-of-way between the curb and sidewalk. The original project scope was slightly modified in
an attempt to lower project cost and re-bid. The second bid costs were only slightly lower. Therefore, staff
recommends rejection of this bid and will look at alternate improvements to the verge areas.

EXTENSION OF ALS FIRST RESPONDER SERVICES

AGREEMENT

AGREEMENT made this day of September 2011 between,
the CITY OF PINELLAS PARK, a Florida municipal corporation (“Contractor”)

and the

PINELLAS COUNTY EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICES

AUTHORITY, a special district (“Authority”).

In consideration of the mutual benefits set forth below, the parties agree as

follows:

1.

Contractor currently contracts with the Authority to provide
Advanced Life Support (ALS) First Responder Services.

The ALS First Responder Services Agreement between the
Contractor and the Authority, dated (the
“Agreement”) is set to terminate on September 30, 2011.

The term of the Agreement shall be extended to and including
September 30, 2012.

Contractor and Authority agree that upon approval of this
extension, except with regard to the extension of the term of the
Agreement and the matters set forth in paragraph 5, all terms of the
Agreement will remain in full force and effect as if the original term
of the Agreement extended to September 30, 2012.

The Authority funded and authorized ALS First Responder Units,
listed as Appendix “A”, and the Annual Compensation for FY11-12,
listed as Appendix “B”, are attached hereto.
