SUBJECT: Authorization to Submit FY 2011 Assistance to Firefighters Grant Application

BACKGROUND:
The Assistance to Firefighters Grant Program of the U.S. Department of Homeland Security awards one-
year grants directly to fire departments to enhance their abilities to protect the health and safety of the public
and of firefighting personnel. The program will accept online applications from August 15, 2011 to
September 9, 2011.

The City of Pinellas Park Fire Department (PPFD) proposes to submit an online application for funding of
six thermal imaging cameras to replace existing outdated equipment.

The total cost of this project is $74,270, as detailed in the project budget. If awarded, the grant requires a
20% local cash match. The application requests Federal funding in the amount of $59.416 and provides for a
required local match in the amount of $14,854. The City is not required to have the cash match in hand at
the time of application. Therefore, should the grant be awarded, a request for a budget amendment will be
submitted to City Council for approval at the time of award. The City’s Office of Management and Budget
has approved this approach to match funding.

- Fire departments and nonaffiliated EMS organizations serving populations between 20,000 and
50,000 = 10% percent of the total project cost.
