The Board of Adjustment may, in its discretion, allow other written communication to be presented at the quasi-judicial hearing where (i) it is desirable to do so because of the consideration of law, equity or fairness; and (ii) the written communication could not reasonably have been submitted in time to be included in the material sent by staff to the Board of Adjustment.

Please note that if a person decides to appeal any decision of the Board of Adjustment, with respect to any matter considered at the above cited meeting, they will need a record of the proceedings and for such purpose, may need to ensure that a verbatim record of the proceedings is made, which record includes the testimony and evidence upon which the appeal is to be based. The City maintains a tape recording of all public hearings.
